Minutes -  Meeting November 3, 2011 11am

Roll Call – 

Roll call by Secretary Bill Fulton; present were Commissioner John Brennan, Commissioner John Camardo and Commissioner Jack Hardy. Also present were Fire Chief, Jeff Dygert and Fire Lieutenant, April Amodei and Corporate Counsel John Rossi.

Approve minutes of meeting held on October 6, 2011.  Commissioner Camardo motioned to approve minutes.  2nd by Commissioner Hardy. Motion Carried 3-0

Commis Brennan addressed Chief Dygert and asked him to voice his concerns.  Chief Dygert stated he was here today to discuss changing the way we currently do our physical agility exam. History is that we give an exam to top recruits. The state also gives a CPAT exam that has to be passed within 18 months of appointment. His concern is that people are going through the academy and unable to pass. This has not happened in Auburn but other jurisdictions have had this problem.  It is a tough spot to get out of as the employee has already passed their one year probationary period.  What he would like to see done is to make our agility test comparable to the difficulty of the CPAT one. This will allow us to have the most qualified candidates. Commis. Camardo expressed concern about making it too difficult that we in turn weed out good candidates that would have passed the CPAT test when given. Chief Dygert understood that concern and explained that it won’t be exactly like the CPAT but comparable. Still working out the exact details.  The Civil Service Commission would need to outline what is on the agility test on the next announcement and then need to send the recruits who qualify for the exam the full, detailed package.  That package gets signed off by a doctor and the city would not be held liable if someone is not able to complete it.  Chief Dygert and Lieutenant Amodei will get together with Anna to put together a new packet and how they physical agility test will be listed on exam announcement. Announcement should be ready by next meeting Dec 1, 2011.

Old Business

Further discussion about adding NYS License requirements to all job descriptions.
Commis Brennan expressed that he wants NYS License’s on all  job descriptions and announcements. Secretary Fulton explained that it cannot go on Laborers as that is a qualification.  Laborer is the labor class because it has no qualifications. Commis Camardo discussed that the city has various requirements such as drug testing that they are responsible for, that is not on our job description. So if the city wants to make NY License a requirement they could. All the commissioners agreed it should go on all job descriptions and exam announcements except for laborers. Secretary Fulton questioned if a Keyboard Specialist needed one and they agreed yes, as they go to the bank to other offices, etc.  Anna to add to all job specs and future exam announcements. Commis Brennan requested documentation about the laborers for next meeting.
