And legally we can reject all six proposals and we start a new we have satisfied the law legally, I think we would have to do a second RFP it would be some where along the lines that we are looking for an operator to partner with us, come up with your terms and more than arms length negotiation then narrow down to semi-finalist to finalist.

Mr. Zach:


We are obligated to contact all these proposers?

Mr. Fusco:


Yes, might take an out another ad again.

Mr. Montone:

Just put it out for bid.  You don’t have to contact anybody.

Mr. Fusco:


Unless you advertise you will probably get no bidders, you will nine of the same ten.  To that extent it is a lot like the carbon credits.  You know two or three people you circulate bids to two and three, those are the bids that you are going to get.  If you find some clearinghouse that all these people read that is when we get a lot of interest and a lot of bids.  

Mr. Montone:

You tell him to bring as much information as he can on his projects, we don’t want to hear about whatever, what a great father he is, etc.

All his financials too.
