CALL TO ORDER BY WILLIAM T. WALSH
PRESENT:
William T. Walsh, Chairman, Kevin J. Ryan, Vice Chairman, Peter C. Ryan, Sr. and Colleen M. Strapponi, Secretary.
REORGANIZATION

Mr. Kevin Ryan motions to appoint William T. Walsh as Chairman, second Mr. Peter C. Ryan, Sr. The vote is unanimous.  Mr. William T. Walsh motions to appoint Kevin J. Ryan, Vice Chairman, second Mr. Peter C. Ryan, Sr. The vote is unanimous.

Mr. Kevin Ryan motions to accept the minutes of the 18 March 2014 meeting; second Mr. Peter C. Ryan, Sr. The vote is unanimous.
OLD BUSINESS:

26 CAROL LANE
Mr. Walsh advised the Board that a hearing has been scheduled for 11 April 2014. he will attend the hearing with town counsel and will advise the Board at the next meeting.
43 ORCHARD STREET
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the mortgage company has been maintaining the property.  Mr. Walsh will continue to monitor the property for code compliance.
82 MAIN STREET
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the front of the property is being maintained. The issue is with the back of the property.  We have notified the mortgage company; however, until the mortgage company actually forecloses on the property, the board cannot force compliance through fines on the mortgage company.  Mr. Walsh advises the Board that Ms. Strapponi monitors the Worcester Registry of Deeds weekly for foreclosure notification.
45 COUNTY STREET
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that notification of an Unsafe Building and/or Structure was forwarded to the estate of the last known owner.  The Board was contacted by the Attorney for the estate, John M Wozniak who requested time to speak with his client.  In the meantime, Mr. Walsh and Mr. Vater visited the property.  Mr. Vater would like to gain entry to the property.  Attorney Wozniak was advised of Mr. Vater’s request; however, Attorney Wozniak no longer represents the estate.  Ms. Strapponi advises the Board that she has begun to investigate the Society of Tadeusza Kosciuszki and will advise the Board at the next meeting.
18 NEW YORK AVENUE

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the mortgage company has been notified, however, until the mortgage company actually forecloses on the property, the board cannot force compliance through fines on the mortgage company.  Mr. Walsh advises the Board that Ms. Strapponi monitors the Worcester Registry of Deeds weekly for foreclosure notification.
BY-LAW REVIEW – SALE OF SYNTHETIC DRUGS

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that a draft of the by-laws for the sale of synthetic drugs is available for review and input.  Mr. Walsh thanks Ms. Strapponi for her work on the draft document.

TOBACCO REGULATIONS
The Board discusses the current tobacco regulations.  Mr. Walsh advises the Board that he would like to review the current regulations and compare them to other towns’ regulations.

ANDERSON’S VARIETY STORE

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that he has received a complaint from a resident who alleges that the redemption center operates past the store hours.  Mr. Walsh advises the board that he will speak with the business owner.  Mr. Peter C. Ryan states that if the operation of the redemption center continues after the store closes he will motion for the shutdown of the redemption center.

279 LINCOLN STREET

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the public hearing for the chicken farm is scheduled for 15 April 2014.

NEW BUSINESS
CLYDE STREET – CATS

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that a resident of Clyde Street has complained about a resident on Clyde Street who is feeding feral cats.  Mr. Peter C. Ryan, Sr. recuses himself from the discussion.  Mr. Walsh states that the Board has an issue with the feeding of feral cats in this neighborhood before.  Mr. Kevin J. Ryan motions to send a letter to the property owner and advise her of the town by-law about feeding feral cats; Mr. Walsh seconds and agrees to send the letter. The vote is yes Mr. Kevin J. Ryan and yes Mr. William T. Walsh.  

PARADISE CAFÉ
Mr. Walsh thanks Mr. Brad Smith who is the owner of Paradise Café for attending the meeting to discuss the subletting of the kitchen to Good Stuff Concessions, Mr. David Forget and Mr. Kevin Miller, who are also present.  Mr. Smith proposes the use of the kitchen by Goodstuff Concessions to make kettle corn and Lemonade for sale at other venues.  Mr. Smith advises the Board that Goodstuff Concessions will only use the kitchen when the Paradise Café is closed. The operating hours for Paradise Café are Monday and Tuesday 7:00 a.m. until 11: 00 a.m. and Wednesday through Saturday until 2:00 pm. Mr. Kevin J. Ryan states that Goodstuff Concessions has been issued one day food permit by the Board of Health for the Memorial Day Parade festivities and is in good standing with the Board.  Mr. Walsh states that they are licensed, serve safe and anti-choke licenses, and fully insured. Mr. Walsh requests that they file a business certificate with the town clerk’s office.  Mr. Kevin J. Ryan motions to permit the subletting of the Kitchen at Paradise Café to Goodstuff Concessions from 2:00 p.m. until 8:00 p.m. and to obtain a business certificate from the Town Clerk’s Office; second Mr. Peter C. Ryan, Sr. The vote is unanimous.
Mr. Walsh advises Mr. Smith that the Board received a complaint of hair in someone’s food and that the cook and serving staff were not wearing hair nets.  Mr. Smith assured the Board that all staff wears hair nets and that he would investigate the matter.

CHESTNUT STREET LANDFILL

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the quarterly report is available for review by the Board.

FARM STREET LANDFILL

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the quarterly report is available for review by the Board.

NON-CRIMINAL CITATION VIOLATION PROCESS

Mr. Kevin J. Ryan questions the process for the non-criminal citation fines.  Mr. Walsh advises that the first citation issued is a warning with a date for code compliance.  If the property is not brought into compliance then a Fifty ($50.00) per day of non-compliance fine is issued.

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the Nomination of Inspector of Animals requires appointment.  Mr. Kevin J. Ryan nominates Mr. Peter C. Ryan and Mr. Kevin Sullivan, second Mr. Walsh.  Mr. Peter C. Ryan does not vote.  Mr. Ryan votes yes and Mr. Walsh votes yes.
