PUBLIC HEARING

279 LINCOLN STREET

Mr. Walsh addresses Mr. Martin regarding his application for a chicken farm at 279 Lincoln St., Blackstone, MA.  Mr. Walsh states that Mr. Martin is requesting a permit to operate an animal facility on his property for approximately 20,000 chickens to sell eggs to a firm in New Hampshire by the name of Pete and Gerry’s Organic Farm.  Mr. Walsh reads from the Town of Blackstone Zoning By-Law section 123-12, Activity and Use, which does not permit such proposed operation without further review from the Zoning Board of Appeals.  In addition, Mr. Kevin J. Ryan advises Mr. Martin that the DPW Superintendent is requesting a survey of Mr. Martin’s property and the town property.  The police chief has requested a traffic study to determine if Lincoln Street is able to handle the delivery trucks without interfering with the residential use of the street.  Mr. Martin states that he will not push this matter that hard if his neighbors’ are that opposed to the proposed chicken farm.  Mr. Peter C. Ryan, Sr. motions to deny the permit application until the zoning board of appeals grants the special permit, second Mr. Kevin J. Ryan. The vote is unanimous.
