CALL TO ORDER BY WILLIAM T. WALSH

PRESENT:
William T. Walsh, Chairman, Peter C. Ryan, Vice Chairman, Michael A. Catalano, Mr. James F. Malley, Town Engineer and Colleen M. Strapponi, Secretary.
Mr. Ryan motions to accept the minutes of the 04 December 2012 meeting, second Mr. Catalano. The vote is unanimous.
OLD BUSINESS:

8 HANDY ROAD
Mr. Walsh acknowledges Mr.  John Parmentier and Mr. Scott Gauthier owner of 8 Handy Road who were requested by the Board of Health to appear at tonight’s meeting.  Mr. Walsh also thanks Mr. Malley for his attendance.  Mr. Walsh advises that he was driving down Handy Road and observed the septic repair at 8 Handy Road.  Mr. Walsh telephoned the office to confirm a permit was on file.  Ms. Strapponi advised that there was not.  Mr. Walsh.  Issued a cease and desist order and advised the property owner and Mr. Parmentier to contact Mr. Malley.  Mr. Malley confirmed that he was contacted and that plans were submitted to him for review and approval.  Mr. Malley also advises the Board that he did the necessary inspections on the repair.  The property owner has paid the septic permit fee of $600.00.  Mr. Gauthier states that he was not aware that a permit was required and that the installer had to be licensed by the Town.  Mr. Walsh asks who installed the septic system and Mr. Gauthier replied that his father-in-law, John Parmentier designed the septic system and helped him install it with a friend’s backhoe.  Mr. Parmentier advises the Board that he is a retired professional engineer.  Mr. Malley states that there are no special circumstances which allow a property owner to repair their own septic system and that all septic system installer’s have to be licensed by the Town.  Mr. Malley explains that if you have not held a license in the town then you would be required to take the installer’s exam.  Mr. Malley states for the record that Mr. John Parmentier has taken the installer’s exam and passed.  Mr. Parmentier advises the Board that he will apply for the installer’s permit but that he does not have insurance.  Mr. Malley states that the installer’s permit requires insurance.  Mr. Gauthier questions whether or not hi homeowner’s insurance will cover the requirement.  Mr. Ryan motions to place this matter on the 08 January 2013 agenda and to seek an opinion from town counsel, second Mr. Catalano.  The vote is unanimous.
