BOARD OF HEALTH 

MINUTES 

27 MARCH 2012
CALL TO ORDER BY WILLIAM T. WALSH

PRESENT:
William T. Walsh, Chairman, Peter C. Ryan, Vice Chairman, Michael A. Catalano and Colleen M. Strapponi, Secretary.
Mr. Ryan motions to accept the minutes of the 13 March 2012 meeting, second Mr. Catalano. The vote is unanimous.
OLD BUSINESS:

13 RAYNER STREET

Mr. Walsh reports that the closing attorney has received copies of all fines to date. The total amount is $6,450.00.  Mr. Walsh acknowledges that Ms. Strapponi was diligent in the fine process and collection.  The closing is scheduled for 30 March 2012 and the Board will be forwarded a check from the proceeds. The amount has been included on the settlement statement.  Mr. Walsh will advise the board when the funds have been collected.
NEW BUSINESS:
AMEND MINUTES
Ms. Strapponi advises the Board that the accepted minutes of 18 January 2012 and 10 January 2012 contain grammatical errors and should be amended.  Ms. Strapponi advises the Board of the grammatical errors.  Mr. Ryan motions to amend the minutes of 18 January 2012 and 10 January 2012 and to files the corrected minutes with the Town Clerk’s office, second  Mr. Catalano. The vote is unanimous.
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that a Notice of Refuse was served on the property owner.  .  Mr. Walsh will monitor the property for compliance.
OUTDOOR WOOD BOILER REGULATIONS (OWBR)
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the DEP recently forwarded correspondence regarding the filing requirements of the Town of Blackstone Outdoor Wood Boiler Regulations that were re-submitted to the DEP.  For the record when the OWBR were adopted by the Board of Health on 21 October 2008 they were filed with the DEP.  However, the Board of Health recently was advised that the DEP did not receive the Town’s OWBR.  The Board discusses the filing.  Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the DEP OWBR are stricter that the Town of Blackstone OWBR.  He advises that the Board should adopt the DEP OWBR and rescind the Town of Blackstone Board of Health OWBR adopted on 21 October 2008.  The Board discusses the adoption.  Mr. Walsh polls the Board for a vote.  Mr. Ryan motions to rescind the Town of Blackstone Board of Health Outdoor Wood Boiler Regulations dated 21 October 2008, second Mr. Catalano. The vote is unanimous.
Mr. Ryan motions to adopt the Department of Environmental Protection Outdoor Hydronic Heaters 310 CMR 7.26, 310 CMR 7.02(5)(a)4, 522 CMR 5.00, 522 CMR 6.00, 527 CMR 4.00; and 780 CMR 6007, second Mr. Catalano. The vote is unanimous.
99 MAIN STREET
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that a complaint was received regarding refuse at 99 Main Street. Mr. Walsh visited the site and confirmed the refuse allegation. A Notice of Refuse was served on the property owner.  Mr. Walsh will advise the Board.  Ms Strapponi informs the Board that she spoke with the property owner.  The property owner has agreed to bring the property into compliance by this coming weekend.

23 ST. PAUL STREET

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that a complaint was received regarding refuse at 23 St. Paul  Street from the abutting property. Mr. Walsh visited the site and confirmed the refuse allegation. A Notice of Refuse was served on the property owner.  Mr. Walsh will advise the Board.  Ms. Strapponi informs the Board that she spoke with the property owner who explained that she recently purchased the property and that the refuse was left behind from the previous owner.  The property has begun cleaning the property.
71 MAIN STREET

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that a complaint was received regarding refuse at 71 Main Street. Mr. Walsh visited the site and confirmed the refuse allegation. A Notice of Refuse was served on the property owner.  Mr. Walsh will advise the Board.  Ms. Strapponi informs the Board that the property owner is an absentee landlord.  The notice was sent via certified mail/rrr.  We have not received the return green card yet.

3 KIMBERYL LANE

Mr. Walsh advises the Board he was called to the property by the Town of Blackstone Dispatch Office.  Mr. Walsh observed excessive refuse and unregistered vehicles on the property.  The property owner was served with a Non-Criminal Citation and was ordered to bring the property into compliance with three (3) days of service.  Mr. Walsh also informed the Board that the property owner was cited by the Town of Blackstone Police Department for the unregistered vehicle.

INSTALLER’S PERMIT 2012

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that an Installer’s Application has been received from RSmith Construction LLC.  Mr. Catalano advises that Board that the application and attachments are in order. Ms. Strapponi informs the Board that Mr. Malley has reviewed the application and approved the installer’s permit.   Mr. Ryan motions to grant the 2012 Installer’s Permit to RSmith Construction LLC, second Mr. Catalano. The vote is unanimous.
