99 MAIN STREET
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the property has been brought into compliance.
23 ST. PAUL STREET

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the property is still cleaning the property.  Mr. Walsh will monitor the property for compliance.
71 MAIN STREET

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the property has been brought into compliance.
CLYDE STREET – FERAL CAT COMPLAINT

FOOD PERMIT 2012

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that Uxbridge First Holiday Night Committee has applied for a one day food permit for the Memorial Day celebration.  Mr. Catalano stats that this establishment was issued a one day permit for last year’s celebration and there have been no issues.  Mr. Catalano motions to grant the one day food permit to Laurie Moscatelli, second Mr. Ryan.  The vote is unanimous.

INSTALLER’S PERMIT
