CALL TO ORDER BY WILLIAM T. WALSH

PRESENT:

Mr. Ryan motions to accept the minutes of the 24 April 2012 meeting, second Mr. Catalano. The vote is unanimous.
OLD BUSINESS:

23 ST. PAUL STREET

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the property is still cleaning the property.  Mr. Walsh will monitor the property for compliance.
CLYDE STREET – FERAL CAT COMPLAINT
Mr. Walsh informs the Board that no feral cats have been caught.
NEW BUSINESS:
DANIEL’S FARMSTEAD
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that Daniel’s Farmstead is requesting permission from the Board of Health to provide private potable water in containers to the Brigade.  Mr. Walsh refers the members to the Certificate as to the Sanitation of the Brigade’s Private Potable Water Source (Containers) dated 20 May 2012 and signed by Matthew S. Burbank, Commander of the New England Brigade.  After discussion, Mr. Catalano motions to require that Daniel’s Farmstead provide a letter to the Board of Health indemnifying the Town of Blackstone and the Board of Health from all liability with regards to the private potable water supply by the New England Brigade, second. Mr. Ryan.  The vote is unanimous.
FOOD PERMIT 2012

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that Troop 59 East Blackstone and North American Amusement, Inc. have applied for one day food permits for the Memorial Day celebration.  Mr. Catalano states that both establishments were issued one day food permits for last year’s celebration and there have been no issues.  Mr. Catalano motions to grant the one day food permits to Troop 59 East Blackstone and North American Amusement, Inc, second Mr. Ryan.  The vote is unanimous.

INSTALLER’S PERMIT

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that an Installer’s Application has been received from Steve Caya Construction.  Mr. Catalano advises that Board that the application and attachments are in order. Ms. Strapponi informs the Board that Mr. Malley has reviewed the application and approved the installer’s permit.   Mr. Ryan motions to grant the 2012 Installer’s Permit to Steve Caya Construction, second Mr. Catalano. The vote is unanimous.

Mr. Catalano suggested that the names of the current board members be replaced and that the Board will sign the regulations at the next Board meeting.
SERVE SAFE COURSE

Mr. Walsh comments that he is already serve safe certified but his certification may expire in November 2012.  Ms. Strapponi advises that she will review the file.  Mr. Catalano informs the Board that they can take the course at the town hall.  Mr. Ryan motions to schedule a serve safe course for the Board members, second Mr. Catalano.  The vote is unanimous.
