Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the following properties have been fined for non-compliance.

43 Orchard St. – Notice Unsafe Building (Vacant Property) 

Mr. Walsh states that the property owner of 6 Ascension St. has contacted our office and is working with the board to bring the property into compliance.
Mr. Walsh advises the board that 82 Main St. has secured the property and is maintaining the property.

Mr. Walsh advises the board that the revisions have been made to the regulations.  The board discusses the revisions.  Mr. Ryan motions to forward the regulations to town counsel for review, second Mr. Catalano.  The vote is unanimous.
NEW BUSINESS

BLACKSTONE SMOKE SHOP
PUBLIC HEARING – SALE OF TOBACCO TO MINOR
Mr. Walsh acknowledges Mr. R.V. Patel owner of the Blackstone Smoke Shop and thanks him for attending the meeting.  Mr. Walsh discusses the notification from the Massachusetts Health Officers Association wherein it advises that Mr. Patel’s store sold tobacco to a minor, failed to verify the age of the person purchasing the tobacco products, using a self service display in a non-exempt facility and failure to make corrections and/or bring the store into compliance.  Mr. Patel acknowledges the sale and other violations.  Mr. Walsh advises Mr. Patel that this is his third offense and read the tobacco regulations to Mr. Patel as well as providing a copy for a third offense.  Mr. Catalano motions for discussion to: 1. fine for a third offense of the Town of Blackstone Tobacco Regulations the amount of $300.00, payable immediately; 2. Suspension of the tobacco permit for 30 days beginning at midnight on 23 September 2012 through midnight of 23 October 2012.  All products that contain tobacco including, but not limited to, Cigarettes, cigars, chewing tobacco, gum, pipe tobacco, bidis, snuff or tobacco in any of its forms, products for use with tobacco and tobacco related paraphernalia must be removed from the store for the entire license suspension period; 3. WE CARD postings throughout the store, to be posted immediately;  4. Training for all employees on or before 23 October 2012.  Proof of training must be filed with the Board of Health Office.  Mr. Ryan discusses the reduction in the suspension time from 30 days to 15 days.  Mr. Catalano motions to 1. fine for a third offense of the Town of Blackstone Tobacco Regulations the amount of $300.00, payable immediately; 2. Suspension of the tobacco permit for 15 days beginning at midnight on 23 September 2012 through midnight of 08 October 2012.  All products that contain tobacco including, but not limited to, Cigarettes, cigars, chewing tobacco, gum, pipe tobacco, bidis, snuff or tobacco in any of its forms, products for use with tobacco and tobacco related paraphernalia must be removed from the store for the entire license suspension period; 3. WE CARD postings throughout the store, to be posted immediately;  4. Training for all employees on or before 08 October 2012.  Proof of training must be filed with the Board of Health Office, second Mr. Ryan.  The vote is unanimous..
PARADISE CAFÉ
Mr. Walsh advises the board that a complaint has been received regarding unsanitary conditions at the Paradise Café.  Mr. Catalano advises Mr. Walsh that he is available on Friday, 21 September 2012 to inspect the premises.
