MINUTES 

10 JANUARY 2012
CALL TO ORDER BY WILLIAM T. WALSH

PRESENT:
Peter C. Ryan, Vice Chairman, Michael A. Catalano and Colleen M. Strapponi, Secretary.
PUBLIC HEARING 26R PICKERING ROAD OUTDOOR WOOD BOILER (OWB)
Mr. Ryan opens the meeting and moves to have Mr. Catalano conduct the Public Hearing. The following people are in attendance:  Janie Croteau of 26R Pickering Road, Brian Croteau of 26R Pickering Road, Darren LaBonne of 26 Pickering Road, Bart Massucco of 30 Pickering Road, Marissa Massucco of 30 Pickering Road and Kevin E. Shattuck of Grafton, MA.
Mr. Ryan questions Mr. Massucco’s allegation that a Board Member may be related to Ms. Janie Croteau.  Mr. Massucco states that it was verbalized to him by Ms. Croteau who stated, “they are my family”.  Ms. Croteau does not respond.  Mr. Ryan states that he is not related to Ms. Croteau, Mr. or Mrs. Massucco. Mr. Catalano states for the record that he is not related to Ms. Croteau, Mr. Massucco or Mrs.  Massucco.

Mr. Catalano recites the variance requests as follows:

1. The stack height of your existing OWB does not meet the regulation requirement of not less than 25 feet above the ground.  Your existing OWB stack height was measured during the site visit to be 13 feet above the ground;

2. The installed distance of your existing OWB does not meet the regulation of within 75 feet of the house it is serving.  Your existing OWB was measured at 50 feet from the house that it is serving; and

3. The stack of the existing OWB does not have a spark arrestor.

Mr. Catalano states that a site visit was performed on 02 November 2011 by Chairman William T. Walsh and Michelle Delemarre from the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP).  At the time of visit, it was noted and discussed with you (addressing Ms. Janie Croteau and Mr. Brian Croteau) that your existing OWB did not meet the DEP and/or Board of Health (BOH) Regulations and that you would need to request a variance from the Board of Health.  Mr. Catalano confirms receipt from Ms. Croteau of the notice to abutters and the publication of the Public Hearing in the Woonsocket Call.

Mr. Massucco advises the Board that the OWB does not meet the 20-foot radius requirement or the 500 foot set back requirement. They were not published in the newspaper and not included for the public hearing.  Ms. Croteau states that she was not advised of these two (2) issues by the Board of Health secretary. Mr. Catalano takes a moment to read the regulations that Mr. Massucco has mentioned. Mr. Catalano advises Ms. Croteau that it is her responsibility as the owner of the OWB to be familiar with the OWB Regulations adopted by the T own of Blackstone BOH.
Mr. Catalano continues the Public Hearing for the three-variance requests previously stated.  Mr. Massucco states that he has letter from his doctors who state that the operation of the OWB does negatively affect the health of his children.  Mr. Massucco also brings to the Board’s attention that the wood’s moisture content may also be an issue.  Ms. Croteau states that the wood is now covered as suggested by the DEP. Mr. Massucco would like the moisture content measured.  Mr. Massucco also states that he suffers from asthma and the operation of the OWB interferes with his quiet enjoyment of his property.  Mr. Massucco states for the record that there should be six (6) variance requests and not three. Mr. Massucco would like to amend the variance requests to include the clear radius of 20 feet which must be maintained between any OWB and any trees or vegetation of height greater than the height of the top of the fuel feed door; No boiler shall be installed within 75 feet of the house it is serving or within 500 feet of any other structure and the moisture content. Mr. Catalano advises that the moisture content is not a variable regulation and that the board would measure the moisture content.  The two (2) remaining variances would have to be a separate public hearing by the owners of the OWB. Mr. Darren LaBonne states that the 500-foot radius would be impossible to maintain. 
Mr. Catalano gives the floor to Mr. Croteau who states that the OWB was installed in 2005 prior to the Board’s adopting of the OWB Regulations. An electrical permit was filed with the inspectional services office for the electrical component of the OWB, which was inspected by the electrical inspector.  Ms. Croteau states that she was told that the OWB would be grandfathered.  Mr. Croteau states that the spark arrester does not apply to this particular OWB because it has an internal baffle and does not need one. Mr. Croteau states that this is their primary heat source and that they cannot afford to fill the oil tank.  Mr. Croteau is very concerned about the OWB being ruined if a cease and desist order is issued at this time of the year.  There is water in the OWB and it would freeze.

Mr. Catalano closes the Public Hearing at 6:57 p.m.

The Board members discuss the matter in the Board of Health office and decide not to make a decision on the variance requests tonight. They would like to consult with Town Counsel and to schedule a meeting for the vote after a discussion with Town Counsel.  The Board returns to the meeting room and advises the participants of the public hearing of their decision.
Mr. Ryan continues with the regular meeting of the Board of Health.

OLD BUSINESS:

13 RAYNER STREET

Ms. Strapponi advises the Board that we have not received the pumping receipt was due in our office on 05 January 2012 pursuant to the orders served on the property owner.   Mr. Ryan motions to issue a fine to the property owner pursuant to the statutory regulation, second Mr. Catalano. The vote is unanimous.
NEW BUSINESS:
ANNUAL PERMIT RENEWAL 2012

INSTALLER’S 2012 PERMIT

Mr. Ryan advises the Board that Roland Giguere&Sons and Kenny Jones Corp. have applied for an installer’s permit with the Town of Blackstone Board of Health Office.  Both applicants did have permits with the Town last year and there have been no issues with the applicants.  Mr. Catalano advises the Board that he has reviewed the permit applications and all documents are in order.  Mr. Ryan motions to approve the 2012 Installer’s Permit for Roland Giguere&Sons and Kenny Jones Corp., second Mr. Catalano.  The vote is unanimous.

SOLID WASTE HAULER’S 2012 PERMIT

Mr. Ryan advises the Board that Patriot Disposal and Allied Waste have each applied for a 2012 solid waste hauler’s permit with the Town of Blackstone Board of Health Office.  Patriot Disposal and Allied Waste did have individual solid waste hauler’s permit with the Town last year and there have been no issues with them.  Mr. Catalano advises the Board that he has reviewed the septic hauler’s permit applications for each applicant and all documents are in order.  Mr. Ryan motions to approve the 2012 solid waste hauler’s permit for Patriot Disposal and Allied Waste, second Mr. Catalano.  The vote is unanimous.

SEPTIC HAULER’S 2012 PERMIT

Mr. Ryan advises the Board that. DH Keene has applied for a 2012 residential septic hauler’s permit with the Town of Blackstone Board of Health Office.  DH Keene did have a residential septic hauler’s permits with the Town last year and there have been no issues.  Mr. Catalano advises the Board that he has reviewed the residential septic hauler’s permit application and all documents are in order.  Mr. Ryan motions to approve the 2012 Residential Septic Hauler’s Permit for DH Keene, second Mr. Catalano.  The vote is unanimous.

GENERAL LICENSE

Mr. Catalano advises the Board that the following applicants have applied for a general license as follows:

Blackstone Forever Ink – General License to Operate

Kevin E. Shattuck – General License for Body Art Practioner’s Permit

Derek Seaquist – General License for Body Art Practioner’s Permit

Mr. Catalano advises the Board that the business establishment is due an annual inspection prior to the issuance of the aforementioned licenses.  Mr. Ryan informs the Board that he has been advised of a complaint with the business establishment alleging unsanitary conditions.  Mr. Catalano instructs Ms. Strapponi to contact the business owner and schedule an inspection.  Mr. Ryan motions to hold the general licenses of Blackstone Forever Ink, Kevin E. Shattuck, and Derek Seaquist until the establishment has been inspected and the result reported to the Board of Health, second Mr. Catalano. The vote is unanimous.

JFK/AFM SCHOOL COMPLEX
Mr. Ryan advises the Board that an email was forwarded from Kim Shaver-Hood, School Superintendent to the Board of Health requesting a mold inspection.  Mr. Catalano and Mr. Ryan discuss the request and both agree that they do not possess the property licenses for the requested inspection.  Mr. Ryan motions to respond to the request advising that the Board members are not qualified for said inspection and that the services of a licensed professional should be retained for the inspection, second Mr. Catalano. The vote is unanimous.
FEE STRUCTURE

Mr. Ryan motions to place this matter on the Board’s next meeting agenda for discussion when the Chairman is present, second Mr. Catalano. The vote is unanimous.
