NEW BUSINESS:
MARCHAND SEPTIC SERVICE
Mr. Ryan advises the Board that a Letter of Complaint from ADC Septic regarding Mike Marchand pumping in the Town without a pumping license.  Ms. Strapponi informs the Board that she contacted Mr. Jorge Diogo owner of the Roast House Restaurant and advised him that Mr. Marchand was not licensed to pump septic systems in the Town of Blackstone. He was unaware.  Ms. Strapponi also advises the Board that Mr. Marchand came into the office the next day and applied for a septic pumping license which is on the meeting’s agenda.

ANNUAL PERMIT RENEWAL 2012

MEMORIAL DAY 2012 ONE DAY PERMIT

Mr. Ryan advises the Board that Mickey G’s Clamshack has applied for a one day food permit license to sell food at the Town of Blackstone Annual Memorial Day celebration.  The applicant has applied for and received a permit from the Board of Health in the past. There have been no issues with the applicant in the past.  Mr. Catalano advises the Board that he has reviewed the application and it is in order. A motion was made by Mr. Ryan, seconded by Mr. Catalano, to grant a one-day food permit to Mickey G’s Clamshack for 27 May 2012 There was no discussion and the vote was unanimous.

SEPTIC HAULER’S PERMIT

Mr. Ryan advises the Board that Gibson Cesspool Service and ME Corp. LLC have applied for a 2012 Septic Hauler’s Permit in the Town of Blackstone .  Both applicant have applied for and received a septic hauler’s permit from the Board of Health in the past. There have been no issues with the applicant Gibson Cesspool Service in the past. Mr. Ryan states that there have been no previous issues with the applicant ME Corp. LLC, with the exception of the recent pumping without a license in the Town of Blackstone which has been addressed by the applicant.  Mr. Catalano advises the Board that he has reviewed the applications and all is in order. A motion was made by Mr. Ryan, seconded by Mr. Catalano, grant a septic hauler’s permit to Gibson Cesspool Service and ME Corp. LLC. There was no discussion and the vote was unanimous.

SEASONAL PERMITS
