CALL TO ORDER BY WILLIAM T. WALSH

PRESENT William T. Walsh, Chairman, Peter C. Ryan, Vice Chairman, Michael A. Catalano. Mr. Walsh notes for the record that Colleen M. Strapponi is not present at the meeting due to her required attendance at her annual town meeting
Mr. Ryan motions to accept the minutes of the 21 June 2011 meeting, second Mr. Catalano.  The vote is unanimous.

OLD BUSINESS:

26R PICKERING ROAD
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that he spoke with the property owners.  Mr. Walsh explained to them that the OWB must be brought into compliance.  The property owners were given a copy of the regulations and a permit application.  Mr. Walsh instructs Ms. Strapponi to place this matter on the Board’s September Meeting Agenda.
NEW BUSINESS:

FLOOD PLAIN DISTICT RULE AND REGULATIONS
Mr. Walsh polls the Board for questions about the Flood Plain Overlay District Rules and Regulations.  Mr. Ryan and Mr. Catalano acknowledge that they have read the regulations and have no questions or comments.  Mr. Ryan motions to accept the Flood Plain Overlay District Rules and Regulations for all uses within the flood hazard district which includes all special flood hazard areas within the Town of Blackstone designated as zones A and AE on the Worcester County Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) issued by the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) for the administration of the National Flood Insurance Program.  The map panels of the Worcester County FIRM that are wholly or partially within the Town of Blackstone are panel numbers 25027C1030E, 25027C1033E, 25027C1034E, 25027C1037E, 25027C1039E, 25027C1041E, 25027C1042E, 25027C1043E, 25027C1044E, and 25027C1055E dated July 4, 2011.  The exact boundaries of the District may be defined by the 100-year base flood elevations shown on the FIRM and further defined by the Worcester County Flood Insurance Study (FIS) report dated July 4, 2011.  , second Mr. Catalano.  The vote is unanimous.

FOREVER INKED
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the business owner has consulted with the police chief, Ross Atstupenas, to request an extension of the business owners from the current 8:00 a.m. until 8:00 p.m. to 8:00 a.m. until 11:00 p.m. as stated in the current regulations.  The police chief is an agreement with the extension of the hours for a six (6) month trial basis.  The police chief stated that there have been no issues with this establishment since it opened for business.  Mr. Ryan motions to extend the hours of operation for Inked Out from the current 8:00 a.m. until 8:00 p.m. to 8:00 a.m. until 11:00 p.m. for a six (6) month trial basis, second Mr. Catalano. The vote is unanimous.
