OLD BUSINESS:

MASSACHUSETTS ALLERGEN TRAINING
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that a letter was forwarded to the non-compliant food establishments with a compliance date of 15 March 2011.  Ms. Strapponi advises that there are still several establishments that have not complied.  Mr. Ryan motions to forward a second letter to the non-compliant establishments with a deadline date of 01 April 2011, second Mr. Catalano.  The vote is unanimous.
NEW BUSINESS:

ANIMAL INSPECTOR STIPEND
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that he spoke with the Town Accountant who advised him to place a line item in the FY12 Budget for the stipend payment.  Mr. Walsh advises that the stipend would include all yearly barn inspection and all animal quarantines.  Mr. Ryan inquires as to the amount of barn inspections and animal quarantines last year.  Mr. Walsh asks Ms. Strapponi if she has that information.  Ms. Strapponi advises that there were approximately 60 barn inspections, including re-inspections and 35 quarantines.  Ms. Strapponi states that other towns pay per inspection and not by stipend.  The average hourly rate is approximately $30.00-$35.00 per inspection.  Mr. Ryan motions to pay the animal inspector by stipend the amount of $2,500.00 for the year for all barn inspections and animal quarantines, second Mr. Catalano.  The vote is unanimous.
