CALL TO ORDER BY WILLIAM T. WALSH

PRESENT William T. Walsh, Chairman, Peter C. Ryan, Vice Chairman, Michael A. Catalano and Colleen M. Strapponi, Secretary.
Mr. Ryan motions to accept the minutes of the 19 April 2011 meeting, second Mr. Catalano.  The vote is unanimous.

OLD BUSINESS:

WELL REGULATIONS
Mr. Catalano and the Board discuss the revisions to the existing Well Regulations for quantity testing of arsenic, lead and other contaminants.  Mr. Catalano requests a draft of the revisions for the 07 June 2011 meeting.
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that 4R Blackstone St. has made some progress with the clean up, 3-5 Farnum St. has removed all chickens, 199 Washington St. was digging the holes for the posts, 9 Milk St. has brought the property into compliance and 269 Blackstone St. has cleaned up the property.
S&H BLACKSTONE SMOKE SHOP, INC.

Mr. Walsh reminds the Board that at the 19 April 2011 board meeting the approval for a pre-packaged food permit and tobacco permit was granted to S&H Blackstone Smoke Shop, Inc.; however, the permits were not available at that time.  Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the permits have been prepared and are ready for signature.  For the record the Board has signed both permits.
NEW BUSINESS:

11 PAUL DRIVE
Mr. Walsh reminds the Board that this matter was discussed and voted on at a previous board meeting.  The Board needs to sign the permit for the irrigation well permit.  For the records the permit has been signed.

4 CHESTNUT ST.

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that Mrs. Geraldine Marchand has applied for a new drinking well permit.  A licensed well driller has been retained by Mrs. Marchand.  Mr. Walsh advises the Board that Mrs. Marchand has successfully sub-divided her lot for her daughter to construct a single family dwelling and a new well.  Mr. Ryan motions to approve the well permit, second Mr. Catalano.  The vote is unanimous.
VNA CONTRACT FY12

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the VNA has proposed a new contract for FY12 for nursing home visits, blood pressure and flu clinics and follow-ups.  Mr. Walsh polls the Board for discussion.  Mr. Ryan asks Ms. Strapponi her opinion as to the services provided to date.  Ms. Strapponi advises the Board that the staff is consummate professionals and it has been a pleasure working with them.  Mr. Ryan motions to sign the contract for FY12, second Mr. Catalano.  The vote is unanimous.

LICENSES AND PERMITS
