Upon arrival, I observed raw sewerage inside and outside the dwelling.    Mr. Catalano contacted Christopher Lanoue to pump the system.  Approximately 2,500 gallons were pumped from the system.  Mr. Lanoue also advised me that the septic system was in failure and poses a threat to public health or the environment.  The property owner was notified verbally and a letter of non-compliance was forwarded by certified mail/rrr with orders for strict compliance, see attached.
