CALL TO ORDER BY WILLIAM T. WALSH

Mr. Ryan motions to accept the minutes of the 15 March 2011 meeting, second Mr. Catalano.  The vote is unanimous.

OLD BUSINESS:

MASSACHUSETTS ALLERGEN TRAINING
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that all food establishments are in compliance.
WELL REGULATIONS
Mr. Walsh advises the Board the recent notification to communities from the DEP relative to Arsenic in private drinking water.  Mr. Walsh suggests that the Board review the current well regulations and propose changes, if any at the meeting on May 17, 2011.  Mr. Catalano advises that he assisted in drafting well regulations in another community and would take the lead on this project.

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the Animal Inspector Stipend was discussed and voted on at the 15 March 2011 meeting.

NEW BUSINESS:

S&H BLACKSTONE SMOKE SHOP, INC.
Mr. Ryan motions to table this matter until the next meeting and request the applicant’s presence for question from the Board, second Mr. Walsh.  The vote is unanimous.
SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that a settlement has been reached with all parties.  Town Counsel has drafted the agreement for the Board’s review and vote.  Mr. Ryan motions to execute the Settlement Agreement, second Mr. Catalano. The vote is unanimous.
STANTEC CONSULTING, INC.

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the contract for the semi-annual sampling of the Chestnut Street Landfill has been received for the Board’s review.  Mr. Ryan 
11 PAUL DRIVE IRRIGATION WELL
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that Mr. Allen Rosenblum is requesting the installation of a well for irrigation purposes on his property.  Mr. Walsh states that the subject property has town water.  Mr. Walsh inquires as to the location of the proposed well service.  Mr. Rosenblum advises that the service would be into the existing dwelling.  Mr. Walsh advises the Board that his concern is that there would be nothing to prevent the household from using the well water for consumption.  A well for irrigation purposes does not have to be tested for quantity and quality.  Mr. Walsh states that this is a concern for him due to the possibility of raised levels of certain minerals that would not be permitted in the well water used for human consumption.  Mr. Catalano proposes the labeling of the well water pipe for irrigation purposes only and have the well water pipe go into a box on the outside of the dwelling.  Mr. Walsh motions to continue this matter until the 17 May 2011 meeting and that Mr. Rosenblum should hire a well company and apply for a permit before the meeting, second Mr. Catalano.  The vote is unanimous.
42 ORCHARD STREET – WELL PERMIT

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that Mr. Rogers Griffith of 42 Orchard St. is requesting a permit for a new well for drinking that the existing well is a shallow well and frequently runs dry.  Mr. Walsh polls the Board for questions.  Mr. Ryan states that he has reviewed the documents, which appear to be in order.  Mr. Ryan motions to permit the proposed well, second Mr. Catalano.  The vote is unanimous.
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that 626 Rathbun St. and 2a&B Blackstone Street were cited for refuse via a non-criminal citation.  Mr. Walsh will monitor the property for compliance and report to the Board.
