BOARD OF HEALTH 

MINUTES 

29 NOVEMBER 2011
CALL TO ORDER BY WILLIAM T. WALSH

PRESENT William T. Walsh, Chairman, Peter C. Ryan, Vice Chairman, Michael A. Catalano and Colleen M. Strapponi, Secretary.
Mr. Ryan motions to accept the minutes of the 15 November 2011 meeting, second Mr. Catalano.  The vote is unanimous.

OLD BUSINESS:

A-1 COLLISION
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that Frank Towle is requesting the restoration of his business hours.  Mr. Walsh states for the record that he has inspected the business and that it meets the terms and condition of the Agreement of the parties.   Mr. Walsh states that the Agreement, paragraph 5, allows Mr. Towle to petition the Board of Health to restore the hours of operation so long as there has been a sixty (60) day period of compliance.  Mr. Walsh states that there has been.  Mr. Walsh advises the Board that he has spoken with the abutters Mr. Ladieux and Mr. Westbrook who have implied that they would agree to a restoration of the hours of operation from the current six (6) hours per week to Monday-Thursday 9:00 a.m. until 3:00 p.m.  Mr. Towle states that it will take approximately one (1) hour for the fans to shutdown therefore; he would have to stop operations by 2:00 p.m. in order to meet the 3:00 p.m. deadline.  Mr. Catalano questions whether the decibel readings are in compliance.  Mr. Towle advises that he has installed the buffers recommended by the DEP.  Mr. Towle advises that he usually paints approximately three (3) vehicles per week.  He uses odorless paint and there have been no recent complaints of odor from the abutters.  Mr. Towle proposes Monday through Friday from 8:00 a.m. until 6:00 p.m. and no Saturdays or Sundays.  Mr. Catalano suggests a probation period. Mr. Walsh states that with the terms and condition of the restoration of hours a probation period may not be necessary.  Mr. Ryan motions to restore the hours of operation for the spray booth to Monday through Friday from 9:00 a.m. until 4:00 p.m., which includes the shutdown time.  All motor noise must cease by 4:00 p.m. each day of operation.  No operation of the spray booth on Saturdays or Sundays and the following Massachusetts Legal Holidays:

New Year’s Day, (January 1), Martin Luther King’s Birthday, (third Monday in January), President’s Day, (third Monday in February), Patriot’s Day,(third Monday in April), Memorial Day (last Monday in May), Independence Day, (July 4), Labor Day,(first Monday in September), Columbus Day, (second Monday October), Veteran’s Day (November 11), Thanksgiving Day (customarily the fourth Thursday in November) and Christmas Day (December 25).

Any one violation of the within terms and conditions shall constitute a material breach of the restoration of spray booth hours terms and conditions as voted by the Board of Health on 29 November 2011 and the hours of operation for the spray booth will immediately revert back to the terms and conditions contained in the Agreement dated 05 April 2011.

13 RAYNER STREET

Ms. Strapponi advises the Board that the Notice to the property owner was received.  We have received the green card back.

26R PICKERING ROAD
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the property owners have filed a construction permit and paid the fee.  The existing OWB will require a variance for the following:

1.
The stack height of your existing OWB does not meet the regulation requirement of not less than 25 feet above the ground.  Your existing OWB stack height was measured during the site visit to be 13 feet above the ground;

2.   The installed distance of your existing OWB does not meet the regulation of within 75 feet of the house it is serving.  Your existing OWB was measured at 50 feet from the house that it is serving; and

3. The stack of the existing OWB does not have a spark arrestor.

Mr. Ryan motions to serve the property owners with notice, second Mr. Catalano. The vote is unanimous.

NEW BUSINESS:

226 BLACKSTONE STREET
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that a complaint from the property owners at 226 Blackstone St. stating that his backyard is flooded due to his neighbor’s septic system.  Mr. Walsh advised the Board that Mr. Malley investigated the complaint and found that the property has high groundwater and that the property backs up to wetlands.  There is no issue with the neighbor’s septic system.
37 MILK ST.
Mr. Walsh advises that a complaint was received about refuse at 37 Milk Street.  Mr. Walsh performed a site visit and found that the property was in violation.  A notice was served on the property owner by the Blackstone Police Department.
