2011 FLU CLINICS
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the flu clinic have been scheduled as follows:

OCT. 12, 2011 - FREE FOR AGES 6 MO.-18 YRS.  WE HAVE 221 DOSES FOR THIS AGE GROUP.  YOU MUST PRE-REGISTER AT THE BOARD OF HEALTH OFFICE TO RECEIVE THE VACCINATION BY PHONE 508.876.5129 OR EMAIL TO cstrapponi@townofblackstone.org.  WE WILL REQUIRE THE NAME, PROPERTY ADDRESS, TELEPHONE NUMBER AND NAME OF ADULT REGISTERING THE PERSON RECEIVING THE VACCINE.  THE PERSON RECEIVING THE VACCINE MUST BE ACCOMPANIED BY AN ADULT IN ORDER TO RECEIVE THE VACCINE.

OCT. 13, 2011 FOR AGES 19 AND OLDER. THE VACCINE WILL BE FREE FOR THOSE WHO HAVE MEDICARE PART B AS THEIR PRIMARY INSURANCE, ALL OTHER INSURANCES WILL BE CHARGED A $12.00 FEE.  PLEASE BRING YOUR INSURANCE CARD TO THE CLINIC FOR VERIFICATION.  WE HAVE 204 DOSES FOR THIS AGE GROUP. YOU MUST PRE-REGISTER BY PHONE 508.876.5134. WE WILL REQUIRE THE NAME AND PROPERTY ADDRESS OF THE PERSON RECEIVING THE VACCINE.
