19 APRIL 2011
CALL TO ORDER BY WILLIAM T. WALSH

PRESENT William T. Walsh, Chairman, Peter C. Ryan, Vice Chairman, Michael A. Catalano and Colleen M. Strapponi, Secretary.
Mr. Ryan motions to accept the minutes of the 19 April 2011 meeting, second Mr. Catalano.  The vote is unanimous.

OLD BUSINESS:

WELL REGULATIONS
Mr. Catalano advises that he is in the process of drafting revisions but has not completed them and requests that this matter be placed on the 17 May 2011 agenda, second Mr. Ryan.  The vote is unanimous.
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that 626 Rathbun St. and 9 Ethel St. are now in compliance. Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the property owner of 2A&B Blackstone Street recently visited the Board of Health office and informed Colleen and me that the refuse is actually on 4R Blackstone St. Mr. Walsh states that he re-visited the site and confirmed same.  Ms. Strapponi states that a non-criminal citation was served on the property owner.  Mr. Walsh will monitor the property’s compliance and advise the Board.
NEW BUSINESS:

S&H BLACKSTONE SMOKE SHOP, INC.
Mr. Walsh thanks Mr. Patel for his presence at tonight’s Board meeting.  Mr. Walsh asks Mr. Patel to explain to the Board the proposed Smoke Shop.  Mr. Patel states that it is not a so-called smoke shop that it is more of a convenience store selling tobacco and tobacco related items all well as pre-packaged food.  Mr. Walsh advises Mr. Patel that there can be no smoking of tobacco within the store.  Mr. Patel acknowledges that and advises the Board that he has a similar store in Bellingham, MA.  Mr. Walsh pools the Board for additional questions.  Mr. Ryan motions to grant the pre-packaged food permit and tobacco permit to S&H Blackstone Smoke Shop, Inc., second Mr. Catalano.  The vote is unanimous.
3-5 FARNUM STREET
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that a complaint was received by an abutter alleging multiple chickens being kept in unsanitary conditions.  Ms. Strapponi dispatched the animal inspector to the site who confirmed same.  The property owner was cited via non-criminal citation for State Sanitary Code Violations and was given ten (10) days to bring the property into compliance.  The property owner advised the animal inspector that she may give the chickens away. The animal inspector will keep the Board advised of the compliance process.
19 WASHINGTON STREET
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the property owner was cited via non-criminal citation for failure to maintain a fence around the in-ground pool on the property.  Mr. Walsh will monitor the property for compliance and report to the Board.
PROPERTIES BROUGHT INTO COMPLIANCE

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the following properties have been brought into compliance 12 Edgewater Drive, 25 Champlain Ave. and 53 Champlain Ave. Mr. Walsh reminds the Board that the aforementioned properties were cited via non-criminal citation 
for refuse and/or violations of the state sanitary code.
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the tipping rate for FY2012 will change in accordance with the contract executed by the Town of Blackstone and Wheelabrator Millbury, Inc.
