CALL TO ORDER BY WILLIAM T. WALSH

PRESENT William T. Walsh, Chairman, Frederick S. Gremza, Vice Chairman, Peter C. Ryan, Member and Colleen M. Strapponi, Secretary.
Mr. Walsh motions to accept the minutes of the 16 February 2010 meeting, second Mr. Gremza.  The vote is unanimous.

OLD BUSINESS

31B SUMMER STREET

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the tenant has vacated the property.  The landlord has been advised that the orders to bring the property into compliance still stand.  Mr. Walsh will keep the Board advised as this matter progresses.

TATOO PERMIT

Mr. Walsh states that the Board has reviewed regulations which will be adopted this evening and that the applicant should be forwarded a copy of the regulations and re-submit his application complying with the new regulations.  Mr. Walsh motions to table this matter until the next Board meeting, second Mr. Gremza.  The vote is unanimous.

MILLERVILLE MEN’S CLUB
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that he has not discussed the complaint of smoking with the police chief and town counsel.  Mr. Walsh motions to place the matter on the next meeting’s agenda, second Mr. Gremza.  The vote is unanimous. 
NEW BUSINESS:

THE HAMLET
Mr. Walsh thanks Mr. Buddy Stevens, Mr. Donald Cornell and Ms. Diane Simonni of the Hamlet Association for attending the meeting to discuss the failed septic system.  Mr. Stevens advises the Board that the problem began in 2008. The system was pumped by Mr. John Gibson on 30 June 2009 and did not require pumping again until 15 January 2010 and again on 02 March 2010.  Mr. Stevens presents the pumping records for the Board’s review.  Mr. Gremza advises that a pumping schedule may have to be implemented.  Mr. Walsh states that the Title 5 Report has not been filed with the Board of Health office as of this meeting and advises Mr. Stevens that the system must be brought into compliance and/or tied into the municipal system within two (2) years from the date of the failure.  Mr. Stevens advises the Board that he is aware of the time frame for compliance and will bring the property into compliance.  Mr. Stevens advises the Board that he is discussing sewer tie in with the Onyx Corporation, however, Mr. Robert Kluchevitz advised them to hold off. Mr. Walsh motions to appoint Mr. Gremza as liaison for the Board with the Hamlet, second Mr. Ryan.  Mr. Walsh and Mr. Ryan vote yes.  Mr. Walsh requests a report from Mr. Gremza at the next meeting.
BODY ART REGULATIONS
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that he discussed the hours of operation with the police chief who agrees with the Board that the hours should be 8:00 a.m. until 8:00 p.m.  Mr. Walsh polls the Board for additional questions.   Mr. Gremza states that the permit renewal should be annual instead of fiscal as all the Board’s permits are currently annual.  Mr. Walsh and Mr. Ryan agree with the permit renewal.  Mr. Walsh motions to adopt the Body Art Regulations, second Mr. Ryan. The vote is unanimous.

H1N1 VACCINE
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the state is requesting that the Board return some of the H1N1 vaccine.  Mr. Walsh advises that the Board currently has 1,397 vaccines. Mr. Walsh motions to keep 500 vaccines for future clinics, second Mr. Ryan.  The vote is unanimous.  Mr. Walsh instructs Ms. Strapponi to advise the VNA.
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the state has provided the County Health Rakings for review.

Mr. Ryan motions to close the meeting, second Mr. Gremza.  The vote is unanimous.
