05 OCTOBER 2010
CALL TO ORDER BY WILLIAM T. WALSH

PRESENT William T. Walsh, Chairman, Peter C. Ryan, Vice Chairman, Michael A. Catalano, Member and Colleen M. Strapponi, Secretary.
Mr. Walsh motions to accept the minutes of the 07 September 2010 meeting, second Mr. Ryan.  The vote is unanimous.

OLD BUSINESS:

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the Barn Regulations and Abandoned Property Regulations have been placed on the 09 November 2010 Board meeting for discussion.
FLU CLINICS

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the flu clinics have been scheduled for October 14 and 21, 2010 at the Frederick W. Hartnett Middle School from 4:00 p.m. until 6:00 p.m.  We will be working directly with the VNA and this year we have also included the Council on Aging Office who will use the senior vans to bring the elderly residents to the clinic.

NEW BUSINESS:

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the following properties have been cited for State Sanitary Code Violations and are at various stages of compliance:

38 Rocco Drive – State Sanitary Code Violation. No heat for tenant. Mr. Walsh advises that the property owner has brought this property into compliance.

160 Main St. - State Sanitary Code Violation Notice to property owner for failure to provide a house meter for the common areas of the rental property. The property owner was also cited for having one boiler for the second and third floor apartments.  Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the owner has hired a licensed electrician and plumber to bring the property into compliance.
26 Main Street – Violation of Town of Blackstone Trash Regulations – Notice to property owner for violation of the Town of Blackstone Trash Regulations.  Mr. Walsh advises that this property is rental property with an absentee landlord.  The property manager was served by the Town of Blackstone Police Department along with a copy of the Trash Regulations and Weekly Trash and Recycling Guide.  Mr. Walsh will monitor this property along with Allied Waste for Compliance.
12 Richmond Street – Notice of Not Maintaining Property Free of Refuse.   Mr. Walsh advises that this property has been abandoned.  Ms. Strapponi has spent a considerable amount of time locating the correct address for the bank. A notice was served on the Bank on 29 September 2010 by certified mail.  Mr. Walsh states that if the property is not brought into compliance by 05 October 2010 then Ms. Strapponi will fine the property according to the status.
16 Milton St. – State Sanitary Code Violation Notice to property owner.  Mr. Walsh advises that the property owner is working with the Board to bring the property into compliance.  Mr. Walsh will keep the Board advised of the progress.
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the White Hen Pantry has been bought by the 7-Eleven Stores; therefore, the Food and Tobacco Permits for 2010 must reflect the name change.  Ms. Strapponi presents the Board with the supporting documentation and permits, which have been paid in full.  Mr. Ryan motions to issue the 2010 Tobacco and Food Permits to 7-Eleven, second Mr. Catalano. The vote is unanimous.
Ms. Strapponi advises the Board that Mike Tetreault is requesting a 2010 Septic Installer’s Permit and presents the Board with the application.  Ms. Strapponi informs the Board that Mr. Tetreault has held an installer’s license from the Town of Blackstone previously.  Ms. Strapponi advises that Mr. Malley has reviewed the application and approves same. Mr. Ryan motions to issue the 2010 Septic Installer’s License to Mike Tetreault, second Mr. Catalano. The vote is unanimous.
