CALL TO ORDER BY WILLIAM T. WALSH

PRESENT William T. Walsh, Chairman, Peter C. Ryan, Vice Chairman, Michael A. Catalano, Member and Colleen M. Strapponi, Secretary.
Mr. Walsh motions to accept the minutes of the 10 August 2010 meeting, second Mr. Ryan.  The vote is unanimous.

OLD BUSINESS:

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the Barn Regulations and Abandoned Property Regulations that a draft is ready for review.  Mr. Walsh requests that the Board review the draft regulations for discussion at the 09 November 2010 Board meeting.

NEW BUSINESS:

Food Inspection Reports.  Mr. Walsh advises the Board that Mr. Garabedian has submitted food inspection reports for the Board’s review.  They are as follows:  Hunan Place, Main St. Liquors, Ducharme Estates, Oak Ledge Terrace, CVS, Thrifty Discount Liquors and Cumberland Farms. Mr. Walsh advises that there were no critical violations.  The Board discusses the violations on the re-inspection report for Holbrook’s Pub&Grub. Mr. Walsh advises that there are a few issues remaining and states that the business owner is working with the inspector.  Mr. Walsh instructs Ms. Strapponi to place this matter on the Board’s next agenda for a follow up.
FLU CLINICS

Mr. Walsh and the Board discuss the 2010/2011 flu season and the combination of the vaccines this year.  Mr. Ryan motions to schedule flu clinic dates for October 14 and 21, 2010.  Mr. Walsh requests Ms. Strapponi to confirm those dates with the VNA and Council on Aging Office and to prepare for the future clinics.

Mr. Walsh advises the Board of the receipt of a Certificate of Appreciation from the Massachusetts Department of Public Health regarding the Board’s participation and management of the 2009-2010 H1N1 response.  

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that Allied Waste has forwarded a Notification of Contract Adjustment  as per contract the monthly collection rate will increase from $17,041.67 to $17,638.08 a 3.5% increase.  Mr. Walsh instructs Ms. Strapponi to file same.

Ms. Strapponi advises the Board that the Food and Tobacco Permits for 2010 have not been issued to CVS Pharmacy.  Ms. Strapponi presents the Board with the supporting documentation and permits, which have been paid in full.  Mr. Ryan motions to issue the 2010 Tobacco and Food Permits to CVS Pharmacy, second Mr. Catalano. The vote is unanimous.
Ms. Strapponi advises the Board that Quarry Hill Excavation is requesting a 2010 Septic  Installer’s Permit and presents the Board with the application.  Ms. Strapponi informs the Board that Mr. Dale Bagma has held an installer’s license from the Town of Blackstone previously.  Ms. Strapponi advises that Mr. Malley has reviewed the application and approves same. Mr. Ryan motions to issue the 2010 Septic Installer’s License to Quarry Hill Excavating, second Mr. Catalano. The vote is unanimous.
