BOARD OF HEALTH 

MINUTES 

16 JUNE 2009
CALL TO ORDER BY WILLIAM T. WALSH

PRESENT William T. Walsh, Chairman, Frederick S. Gremza, Vice Chairman and Colleen M. Strapponi, Secretary.
Mr. Walsh motions to accept the minutes of  the 02 June 2009 meeting. A second from Mr. Ryan. The vote is unanimous.

OLD BUSINESS

28 RICHMOND STREET

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that property has been cleaned by the property owner.
SUBWAY

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the new owner, Mr. Michael Novia has completed and passed the on-line Serve Safe Compliance course. Mr. Novia has not yet received the certificate from the on-line service.  Ms. Strapponi advises the Board that Mr. Novia has requested a meeting with the Board to discuss this matter and is questioning the Board’s requirements regarding the personnel that must be serve  safe certified.  Mr. Walsh advises Ms. Strapponi to place this matter on the Board’s 07 July 2009 agenda.
NEW BUSINESS:

136 MENDON STREET

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that he inspected the property after receiving a complaint of refuse.  Mr. Walsh states that this property abuts Goulet Field and that there was a significant amount of trash  on the property.  Mr. Walsh is concerned that the trash will attract wild animals and that the property is so close to the playing fields at Goulet Field.  Ms. Strapponi advises that the notice has been given to the police department for service.

24 REILLY AVE.

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that he inspected the property after receiving a complaint of refuse.  Mr. Walsh states that a bureau and other debris has been placed at the foot of the property. He has been advises that these items have been there for some time.  Ms. Strapponi advises that the notice has been given to the police department for service.

63 CHAMPLAIN AVE.

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the upstairs tenants came to the Board of Health office and filed a written complaint with the Board of Health office. Mr. Walsh and Mr. Rivet inspected the property and found conditions unfit for human habitation.  Fecal matter, urine and trash were throughout the first floor apartment. Mr. Walsh contacted the property owner, Mr. Jeff   Marchand, and advised him to clean the property within 24 hours or the tenants on the second floor will not be allowed to return. Mr. Walsh states that the property was cleaned and re-inspected by Mr. Walsh and Mr. Rivet.
VISITING NURSE ASSOCIATION

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the contract for the Visiting Nurse Association expires on 30 June 2009.  Mr. Walsh advises the Board that he has reviewed the new contract for the period beginning on 01 July 2009 through 30 June 2010 and that he aggress with the terms and conditions.  Mr. Walsh questions Ms. Strapponi as to the level of services.  Ms. Strapponi states that it has been a pleasure working with the VNA and would like to continue with the service.  Ms. Strapponi advises that the residents of Blackstone has praised the VNA.  Mr. Gremza motions to sign the new contract, second Mr. Ryan.  The vote is unanimous.

187 FARM STREET
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the above property has had septic issues for some time. The property owners’ have applied to the Community Development Office for assistance and that the application has been approved. Mr. Malley has witnessed the perc testing and septic plans have been reviewed by Mr. Malley for approval.  The new system should be installed on the property within the coming weeks.

ROSENFELD COMPANY
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the request for reimbursement from Mr. Abram Rosenfeld is for the Farm St. Landfill repairs.

PACIFIC PARNTERS

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the a neighbor on Mendon Street contacted the Blackstone Police Department advising that a vehicle with the logo Pacific Partners was knocking  on doors and selling meat out of the back of his truck.  The police responded and took the vehicle and personal information from the gentlemen.  Mr. Walsh states that he reviewed the information and that Ms. Strapponi contacted the health department and was advised that the gentlemen would require a peddlers license from the Board of Selectmen and a food permit.  Ms. Strapponi contacted the gentlemen and advises him that he would need both licenses before he could sell meat in the Town of Blackstone.  The police department was also advises, see attached Memorandum.

SPECTRUM TOBACCO COMPLIANCE

Ms. Strapponi advises the Board that due to budget cuts the state will no longer conduct the tobacco compliance checks.   Mr. Walsh advises the Board that he will speak with the police chief about conducting the tobacco compliance checks with the explorers.
