OLD BUSINESS

633 RATHBUN STREET
Mr. Gremza advises the Board that a Cease and Desist Order has been issued to the business owner as a result of his non-compliance with the DEP order dated 24 August 2009.  Mr. Gremza will keep the Board advised as this matter progresses.
39L MAIN STREET

Mr. Gremza advises the Board a Notice of Refuse was issued to the owner of the property on 22 October 2009 advising that the owner had three (3) days to bring the property into compliance.  Mr. Gremza advises the Board that the property has been brought into compliance.
14 BRIDGE STREET

Mr. Gremza advises the Board a Notice of Refuse was issued to the owner of the property on 22 October 2009 advising that the owner had three (3) days to bring the property into compliance.  Mr. Gremza informs the Board that the property owner is an absentee landlord and that he did not update his address records with the Town of Blackstone and did not receive the violations notice until after the three (3) days had expired.  The property owner was issued a fine by the Board of Health for $550.00 for the period of non-compliance from 12 October 2009 until 22 October 2009.  The property owner is requesting the abatement of this fine based upon his letter attached dated 26 October 2009. The Board will take the matter under advisement.
NEW BUSINESS:

45 SUMMER STREET
Mr. Gremza advises the Board that Mr. Baron, the occupant of the property and Mr. LaForte, the property owner are requesting grandfathered status to operate an outdoor wood burner (owb) on the property at 45 Summer St.  Mr. Gremza inquires if the owb was ever used on the property? Mr. Baron replies no.  Mr. Gremza inquires if the owb is connected? Mr. Baron replies, no.  M. Gremza states that the owb cannot be grandfathered as it was never in operation on the property.  In addition, the owb cannot meet the setback requirement of the regulations.  Mr. Gremza motions not to grant the operation of the owb on the property at 45 Summer St. and the property owner must remove the chimney within thirty (30) days from the date of this meeting, second Mr. Ryan.  The vote is unanimous.
