CALL TO ORDER BY WILLIAM T. WALSH

Mr. Walsh motions to accept the Minutes of the 22 September 2009 Board of Health meeting.

OLD BUSINESS –

329 BLACKSTONE STREET
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that he has re-inspected the property and the property was not brought into compliance.   Mr. Walsh advised the property owner that he had three (3) days to bring the property into compliance.  Mr. Walsh will keep the Board advised.
228 MAIN STREET 

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that this matter was discussed at the 22 September 2009 meeting wherein Mr. Walsh advised the Board that the operator of the gas station at this property is housing homing pigeons on the property. The property owner was advised of the matter and that the Board of Health had not issued a permit for the operation of an animal facility at this property.  Mr. Gremza motions to issue a limited  temporary permit for ten (10) birds and one (1) bird coop for a period of sixty (60) days, second Mr. Ryan.  The vote is unanimous.
12 ST. PAUL STREET
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the property owner is complying with the Board’s orders and that an incident report on the matter is on file. Mr. Walsh will keep the Board advised of the progress.

NEW BUSINESS

79 MENDON STREET
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the property owner’s daughter contacted the Blackstone Police Department and advised that that may be illegal dumping on the property. Mr. Walsh and the police department investigated the allegation.  Mr. Walsh informed the Board that the DEP has been contacted for further investigation and he will keep the Board informed of the progress. 
178 FARM STREET
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the subject property presents a sanitary code violation in that it is overwhelmed with refuse.  Mr. Gremza motions to serve the property owners with a Refuse Violation, second Mr. Ryan. The vote is unanimous.
FARM STREET LANDFILL
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the maintenance of the grass at the Farm Street Landfill will become the responsibility of the Town in July 2010. Mr. Walsh advises the Board that he has requested quotes from the current landscape company and will keep the Board advised.

SEPTIC PLANS

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that Mr. Malley has reviewed and approved the septic plans for 4 Jefferson Street and 110 Farm Street.
