OLD BUSINESS

NEW BUSINESS:

ORDER OF QUARANTINE
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that Nicole Vanasse, who is the owner of a German Shepard mix bit from a domestic dog, was served with an Order of Quarantine from the Board on 11 September 2009 for ten (10) days.

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that Charlie and Nancy MacDonald, who are the owners of a domestic long haired cat who may have been exposed to rabies due to a bite of unknown origin, was served with an Order of Quarantine from the Board on 17 September 2009 for ten three (3) months.

45 MILK STREET
Mr. Walsh welcomes Mr. Eric Bessette from Andrews Survey and Engineering who is requesting a variance for the proposed septic system repair at 45 Milk St.  Mr. Walsh advises the Board that Mr. Malley has reviewed the plans and approved the variance.  Mr. Bessette states that the variance is for a two (2) foot offset to groundwater.  Mr. Gremza motions to grant the variance, second Mr. Ryan. The vote is unanimous.

LAKE HIAWATHA ASSOCIATION

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the Lake Hiawatha Association is requesting a one day food permit for their annual yard sale to sell pre-packaged food only.  After discussion, Mr. Gremza motions to grant the one day food permit for pre-packaged food only, second Mr. Ryan. The vote is unanimous.

27 FARM STREET

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that a Notice of Refuse was served on the property owners. Mr. Walsh will keep the Board advised of this matter.

329 BLACKSTONE STREET

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that he followed up with the Notice of Refuse served on the property owner.  Mr. Walsh reports that the property has been brought into compliance.

101 SUMMER STREET

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that a Notice of Refuse was served on the property owners. Ms. Strapponi advises that she spoke with the property owner who stated that the items would be removed from the property within 48 hours.  Mr. Walsh will keep the Board advised of this matter.

12 ST. PAUL STREET

Mr. Walsh reports that the property owners have been very cooperative and that this matter is ongoing. Mr. Walsh will keep the Board advised as this matter progresses.

H1N1 UPDATE

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that the office is receiving daily updates from the Department of Public Health which are available for the Board’s review. Ms. Strapponi has received inquiries from residents regarding the availability of the vaccine.  Mr. Walsh will continue to update the Board.

228 MAIN STREET

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that complaints have been received from some residents in the neighborhood about the pigeons at 228 Main St.  Mr. Walsh advises the Board that a letter was sent to the property owner and tenants of 228 Main St. requesting their attendance at tonight’s meeting.  For the record  Mr. Walsh acknowledges several residents who are in attendance in support of the pigeons housed at 228 Main St. An attendance sheet will be attached to the minutes of the meeting as a permanent record. Several residents have spoken in support of the pigeons. The Board has also received correspondence from residents and a petition in support of the pigeons. After discussion, Mr. Gremza motions to grant a limited permit to ten (10) birds and one (1) bird coop for a period of sixty (60) days.  Said Temporary License will expire on 22 November 2009, at which time the Board will review the matter, second Mr. Ryan. The vote is unanimous.

Mr. Walsh advises the Board that Mr. Malley has approved the septic plans for Lot 3 Union St.
