OLD BUSINESS

45 SUMMER STREET
Mr. Gremza advises the Board that a letter has not been sent to the property owner of 45 Summer Street requesting the removal of the pie for the outdoor wood boiler as previously discussed by the Board.  Mr. Walsh requests the letter to the property owner as soon as possible.
45 MILK STREET
Mr. Walsh advises the Board that Marc Nyberg’s office received an Administrative Deficiency Notice from the DEP for filing the wrong form with their office for the variance request.  Mr. Nyberg’s office has advised that they are in the process of filing the correct forms with the DEP.  Mr. Walsh will keep the Board advised.

KEVIN SULLIVAN – ANIMAL INSPECTOR

The Chief has agreed to allow  Mr. Sullivan to perform these inspections, in Mr. Rivet’s absence.
