OLD BUSINESS

OUTDOOR HYDRONIC HEATERS

Mr. Gremza request a discussion on the amendment of the Outdoor Hydronic Heater Regulations to include a sentence for the moisture content of the wood to 20% and to use the verbiage from the Board’s regulations regarding “seasoned wood”.  Mr. Gremza also suggests the amendment of the seasonal operational time from the state’s burn time of October 1 until May 15 to October 15th until April 30th.  For the record Ms. Remillard has recused herself from this discussion. Mr. Walsh requests Ms. Strapponi to draft the amendment for the Board’s next meeting.
