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BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MEETING MINUTES

JANUARY 24, 2012
The regular meeting was called to order at 7:40 PM.  Present were Selectwoman Bik, Selectmen Sawyer, Marchand, Wozniak and Haughey; and Town Administrator Keyes.
The Board recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Ms. Bik made a motion to accept the minutes of the meeting of January 10, 2012, seconded by Mr. Sawyer.  Vote unanimous. 
Hearings & Minutes – Mr. Keyes said they would be discussing articles and capital items on January 31, 2012.  He said the Finance Committee will be meeting every week starting in February.

Old Business 

Finance Team Update – Town Accountant & Collector/Treasurer – Mrs. Moquin, Town Accountant and Mrs. Warren, Collector/Treasurer were present to provide an update.  Mr. Keyes said they received RFP’s for the reconciliation of the cash book because they are still having a problem reconciling to the general ledger.  Mrs. Moquin said Mrs. Warren cannot reconcile the cash book to the bank and is trying to figure out the variance.  She thinks it would be a good idea to bring someone in.  Mrs. Warren said she opened new checking accounts to start fresh.  Mr. Keyes said payroll is biweekly and hopes this will help minimize issues.  He said they are carrying a variance every month; one month it was $119,000 and the month before it was $1.1M.  
Mr. Sawyer asked if there is enough money for the contract.  Mr. Keyes said there is money in some line items but it will have to come before the Board of Selectmen and the Finance Committee.  Mrs. Moquin said the variance is a timing issue and needs to find out where it is.  Mr. Keyes said some issues have been taken care of but there is a fundamental issue with cash.  Chairman Haughey is disappointed but has confidence in the Finance Team.  He said things are better but this issue needs to be addressed.  He said he would vote no at each spending venture at the Town Meeting until he knows what is in the accounts.  He wants a plan of action from the Finance Team.  
Woonsocket Wastewater – Mr. Marchand said a letter will be sent to Woonsocket and to sit back and see what the intentions of all three towns are.  Mr. Wozniak asked if Mr. Keyes made any progress in setting up a meeting with the other towns to discuss strategy.  Mr. Keyes said no but he has spoken to Town Counsel and the letter has gone out (Exhibit A).    
New Business

Introduction of Patrolman Patrick Daigle - Chief Atstupenas had a vacancy in the Police Department in November and presented Patrick Daigle for the Board’s consideration.  Mr. Sawyer made a motion to appoint Patrick Daigle as a Patrolman based on the recommendation of the Police Chief and Mr. Keyes, seconded by Mr. Marchand (Exhibit B).   Mr. Keyes said they are all set with the legal notice.  Vote unanimous.  Patrolman Daigle was sworn in by Ms. Staples, Town Clerk.  
Mr. Wozniak requested to move up a couple of things from the agenda and the Board agreed.  Chairman Haughey recused himself and turned the meeting over to Vice Chair Bik.  
Approve Application to Transfer Ownership of the Class II License From San Nurkanovic, d/b/a Sam Nurkanovic Motor Sales, 150 Main Street to Al J Motor Sales, Inc., 150 Main Street – Mr. Aljasjami and Mr. Nurkanovic were present.  Mr. Sawyer made a motion to approve the application to transfer ownership of the Class II License from Sam Nurkanovic d/b/a Sam Nurkanovic Motor Sales to Al J Motor Sales, seconded by Mr. Wozniak (Exhibit C).  Mr. Sawyer asked if this was a rental and Mr. Aljasjami said it was and insurance and the bond are in place.  He has been in business before and the hours will remain the same.  Ms. Bik reminded Mr. Aljasjami that he cannot block the street with cars because there were incidents in the past.  Vote unanimous.

Approval of Department of Public Works Contracts 
Mr. Suprenant, DPW Director presented four private contracts for snow removal at $54 an hour with Mr. Staples, Mr. Pietrantonio, Mr. Worbel and Mr. Levitre.  Mr.  Sawyer made a motion to approve contracts for snowplowers, seconded by Mr. Wozniak.  Mr. Sawyer said insurance was provided.  Vote unanimous.
Mr. Suprenant is looking for approval to enter into an Amendment to the Agreement for Existing Engineering Services with Weston & Sampson to assist in installing power to Well No. 8.  He said the Town would be installing a transformer pad and conduit to the site so National Grid can do the cable.  Mr. Sawyer made a motion to approve the Amendment to the Agreement for Engineering Services for Weston & Sampson and wants it to be funded with enterprise money, seconded by Mr. Wozniak (Exhibit D).  Vote unanimous.

Mr. Suprenant said he is looking for approval to enter into an Agreement to Install a Guard Rail on Farm Street at Hop Brook with Cosco in an amount not to exceed $6,100.  He said the Town received a copy of their current certificate of insurance.  Mr. Sawyer made a motion to approve the agreement with Cosco, seconded by Mr. Wozniak (Exhibit E).  Mr. Sawyer asked if the abutters have been notified.  Mr. Suprenant said he would with the pleasure of the Board.  He said as soon as the contract is signed, he would do a Notice to Proceed and they will start within five days.  Ms. Bik questioned the language typed on the bottom of Cosco’s quote regarding the removal of large rock and ledge to be done by others.  Mr. Suprenant said he would use the Town’s backhoe to dig.  Vote unanimous.

Mr. Sawyer said Mr. Suprenant is looking to release the bond for 544 Summer Place because the road has never been touched and the Town does not need to hold the bond.  Mr. Sawyer made a motion to return the bond, seconded by Mr. Wozniak (Exhibit F).  Vote unanimous.

Strategic Planning – Blackstone/Millville Regional School – Ms. Robin and Mr. Faulkner, members of the School Committee, were here to make a presentation for strategic planning (Exhibit G).  Ms. Robin said the commitment is two-four meetings over three months and then each subcommittee will set their own meeting schedule.  Interested parties should contact Ms. Shaver-Hood, Superintendent.  

Chairman Haughey returned.

FY2013 Budget – Board of Assessor’s Patricia Salamone – Mr. Keyes said the assessors asked to reschedule.

Call for Primary Election – March 6, 2012 – Mr. Sawyer made a motion to call for the primary election, seconded by Mr. Wozniak (Exhibit H).  Vote unanimous.

Sign Warrant for Presidential Primary Election – March 6, 2012 – Mr. Sawyer made a motion to sign the warrant for the presidential primary election, seconded by Mr. Wozniak (Exhibit H).  Vote unanimous.

Approval of Payroll Warrants #12EWA28, #12PW28, #12EWA29, #12PW29 and Vendor Warrants #12EW28 and #EW29 – Mr. Sawyer made a motion to approve the payroll and vendor warrants, seconded by Mr. Wozniak.  Vote unanimous.    
Good & Welfare – Selectmen 
Mr. Sawyer – He said Senator Moore will have calling hours from 5:30 PM - 7:30 PM at the Municipal Center on January 31, 2012.  He said Veteran Bob Levitre will be presented with medals he earned for the Normandy Day Invasion at 7:30 PM at the Municipal Center on January 31. He hopes the Patriots do not keep us hanging like the last game.

Mr. Marchand – He thanked Jeff Gamache for advertising the Board of Selectmen meeting on his radio show.  He wants the Town to prepare a list of current Town vehicles.  Mr. Keyes said we have a list and it is current.  

Ms. Bik – She referenced the Council on Aging’s newsletter and also said there is information on how to change medical plans; shine counselors are available; the VNA and Hospice are doing a program on Osteoporosis on February 29 at the Senior Center.  She said the library has upcoming events (Exhibit I).  She said the library wants input and their survey is available on their website and at the library.

Chairman Haughey – He thanked the Board for their due diligence and hard work.  He said there is a lot of work to do and want people to be respectful of each other.  He is confident in Mr. Keyes and the Finance Team.
Ms. Bik made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:51 PM, seconded by Mr. Sawyer.  Vote unanimous.
