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BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MEETING MINUTES

MAY 1, 2012
The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM.  Present were Selectwoman Bik, Selectmen Chamberland, Marchand, Haughey, and Wozniak; Town Administrator Keyes; Mrs. Moquin – Town Accountant and Mrs. Warren – Collector/Treasurer.

Marianne Staples – Warrant of April 2, 2012 Town Election - Mr. Chamberland recused himself.  Ms. Staples said she neglected to post the warrant for the election.  She called Elections and spoke to their legal counsel.  She was informed that this mistake was made all the time and it could be rectified.  She told them she advertised on cable, put it in the newspaper and advertised on the website.  Legal counsel asked about voter percentage and she said it was the same as last year and the winning person won the election by 20%.  

She was told she needs the Board of Selectmen to send a letter to the Governor requesting a Governor’s bill.  She said the letter was reviewed by Town Counsel.  She also drafted a letter to Representative Fattman and Senator Moore asking them to expedite this when it comes to their chambers.  Mr. Haughey made a motion to accept the warrant and the information as submitted by the Town Clerk of Blackstone and for us to move this matter forward.  Mr. Wozniak wanted to add to the motion:  to authorize the request to Governor Patrick, for the purposes of submitting special legislation, requesting validation of the ballot of April 2, 2012, and further move that the Board of Selectmen will endorse the letter dated April 30, 2012, seconded by Ms. Bik (Exhibit A).  Vote unanimous. 

Review STM Articles (Exhibit B) 
Article 1 – Chairman Wozniak read Article 1 and said it is on hold.  Mr. Keyes spoke to the appraiser and he should have the appraisal on Friday.  He said the appraisal is about $80,000.  Mr. Keyes said he would start negotiations with the owners and the Purchase and Sale Agreement would be contingent upon the Capital Outlay Committee, this Board and approval at the Town Meeting.   
Article 2 – Chairman Wozniak read the article.  Mr. Marchand said this article went through the Capital Outlay Committee.
Article 3 – Chairman Wozniak read the article.  Mr. Keyes said everything is on track and the Town is waiting for Verizon to change the poles.

Article 4 – Chairman Wozniak read the article.  

Article 5 – Chairman Wozniak read the article.   Mr. Marchand said this is for a pickup truck with a plow for the DPW and it will be funded with snow money.  
Review ATM Articles (Article C)

Article 1 – Chairman Wozniak said there is no issue with this article.

Article 2 – Chairman Wozniak said there are no concerns with this article.
Article 3 – Chairman Wozniak read the article.  Mr. Marchand thinks the Police Chief’s contract should have the same terms as other contracts.

Article 4 – Chairman Wozniak read the article.  

Article 5 – Chairman Wozniak read the article.  Mr. Keyes said $3,000 was taken out of the gas line item and put in the emergency line item.  Mr. Marchand said this was brought up to the Finance Committee.  

Article 6 – Chairman Wozniak said this is a standard article and is brought up yearly.  Mr. Haughey thought he previously asked for a rate study for boards, commissions and committees. Mr. Keyes said he could get one to the Board.  

Article 7 – Mr. Haughey recused himself.  There was discussion about the time, raises for the School Committee and placement of articles.  Mr. Haughey returned.  
Article 8 – Chairman Wozniak read the article.  

Article 9 – Chairman Wozniak read the article.  

Article 10 – Chairman Wozniak said this is a standard, yearly article and read the article.

Article 11 – Chairman Wozniak said there was a brief discussion at the Finance Committee meeting.  Mr. Haughey wants to see what else is out there and is amenable to putting out RFP’s.  Mr. Chamberland wants to make sure the Town follows the EPA’s mandates.  Mr. Keyes said the Town is compliant for FY12 and needs to put a plan together for May 1, 2013.   
Mr. Marchand said a recent presentation showed the problems.  He said the DPW can assist and wants them to start with small issues.    Mr. Keyes said this could be funded through borrowing or taken out of free cash.  Chairman Wozniak wants to discuss this article with Mr. Suprenant, DPW Director.  Mr. Keyes suggested leaving this article on. 
Article 12 – Chairman Wozniak read the article.  Mr. Marchand said he is in support of this article but it is very expensive to maintain.  Mr. Keyes said he would research it.  

Article 13 – Chairman Wozniak read the article.  

Article 14 – Chairman Wozniak read the article.  

Article 15 – Chairman Wozniak read the article.  
Article 16 – Chairman Wozniak said there is no discussion regarding this article.

Article 17 – Chairman Wozniak read the article.

Article 18 – Chairman Wozniak read the article and said there is no discussion.

Article 19 – Chairman Wozniak said there is no discussion regarding this article.

Article 20 – Chairman Wozniak said this article was reviewed by Town Counsel.

Article 21 – Mr. Keyes said a letter was provided to the Board that indicates that this was substantially completed.  Mr. Marchand said the Planning Board needs to make a recommendation.  Mr. Wozniak said the Board is not mandated to put this on the Warrant.  Chairman Wozniak wants to discuss this with Mr. Suprenant.   Mr. Keyes said he would contact Mr. Marvelle and will leave the article on for now.
Article 22 – Chairman Wozniak read the article and said there is no issue.

Articles 23-25 – Chairman Wozniak said these are petition articles.

Mr. Haughey made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:42 p.m., seconded by Ms. Bik.  Vote unanimous.
