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BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MEETING MINUTES

NOVEMBER 27, 2012
The regular meeting was called to order at 8:00 PM.  Present were Selectmen Chamberland, Haughey, Marchand and Wozniak; and Town Administrator Keyes.
The Board recited the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Mr. Haughey made a motion to accept the minutes of the meetings of November 13, 2012, seconded by Mr. Chamberland.   Vote unanimous. 
Correspondence – Mr. Keyes said he received correspondence from the Council on Aging.  Chairman Wozniak said the Board received correspondence from Millville regarding issues with the senior van.  He wants to add those two items to the next agenda.

Hearings & Meetings – Mr. Keyes said there is a budget hearing Saturday, January 12, 2013 from 8:30 AM – 1:00 PM to review budgets with the department heads.  Chairman Wozniak wants that meeting televised and also all Board of Selectmen and Finance Committee meetings regarding budgets except workshops.
Old Business
 

School Building Committee – Mr. Haughey recused himself.  Mr. Keyes said there are three applicants for the JFK/AF Maloney School and it is a 7 member committee.   Mr. Marchand made a motion to accept all three applicants, seconded by Mr. Chamberland (Exhibit A).  Vote unanimous.  Mr. Haughey reentered.  
Stormwater – Parks & Recreation (Fence) – Mr. Keyes said Parks & Rec does have $3,000 for the fence.  He is trying to obtain a final figure from Charles River Watershed Association.  He said they would be using the old fence, the lot was surveyed last year by a certified company and the barrels in the lot need to be moved because they were not placed in the right location.  Chairman Wozniak wants to take the necessary steps to fix this.

New Business
Financial Operations – Collector/Treasurer and Assessor - ANP – Chairman Wozniak said they are moving these items to the agenda next week.
Approval of Payroll Warrants #13EWA12 and 13PW12 – Mr. Haughey made a motion to approve the payroll warrants, seconded by Mr. Chamberland.  Vote unanimous.
Approval of Vendor Warrant #13EW12 – Mr. Chamberland made a motion to approve the vendor warrant, seconded by Mr.  Haughey.  Vote unanimous.

Matters that the Chairman of the Board of Selectmen Reasonably Anticipates to Discuss – Chairman Wozniak said they already discussed putting the Council on Aging on the agenda for the next meeting and also wants minutes pertaining to the date changes of their meetings and regulatory authorities governing the Council on Aging sent to each Board member.

Good & Welfare – Selectmen 
Mr. Chamberland – He thanked all who attended the Special Town Meeting and for passing the Senior Veterans’ Work-Off Program.  He looks forward to Seniors taking advantage of this program.
Mr. Haughey – He said to support the local food pantry and banks and Toys for Tots.  He said to pick up A River Runs Through It; he said the Christmas party is on December 5, 2012 from 11:30 AM - 2:30 PM at Savini’s.
Mr. Marchand – He thanked people for attending the Special Town Meeting; it was well attended and a lot of people spoke.
Chairman Wozniak – He said more people attended the Special Town Meeting than the Annual Town Meeting and residents needed more information. He said the Finance Committee and Board of Selectmen will put their responses to each other in writing and the Board will have workshops with the Finance Committee.  He said it is approaching the holiday season and to reach out to food banks, the Fire Department (Toys for Tots) and neighbors.
Mr. Haughey made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:18 PM, seconded by Mr. Chamberland.  Vote unanimous.
