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BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MEETING MINUTES

MARCH 26, 2013
The regular meeting was called to order at 7:47 PM.  Present were Selectwoman Bik, Selectmen Chamberland, Haughey, Marchand and Wozniak; and Town Administrator Keyes.
The Board recited the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Ms. Bik made a motion to accept the minutes of the meetings of March 5, 2013, seconded by Mr. Haughey.   Vote unanimous. 
Good & Welfare (Public) 

Robert Dubois – 56 Edgewater Drive – He wished Mr. Marchand the best.  He said it was a pleasure to work with him, he was sincere in his efforts, he has dedicated years of service to the Town and served on many committees/boards.  
He referenced an article in The Woonsocket Call regarding the host fee.  He finds it appalling that they want us to pay a host fee and wanted to discuss his concerns.  Mr. Chamberland said he has the same concerns.  Mr. Marchand said he and Mr. Haughey attended a meeting in Woonsocket and knew there was trouble coming.  Chairman Wozniak said he has a clip of the Mayor of Woonsocket speaking about the wastewater issue and hopes to play it during the meeting for the residents. 

Tony Catalano – 45 Roberta Road – He requested to be appointed to the Memorial Day Parade Committee a month ago.  He said members of the Committee would like him to be on the Committee and he was wondering why his name was not on the agenda.  Mr. Chamberland wants to put it on the next agenda.  Chairman Wozniak said there is an election coming up and all appointments will be made after April 1, 2013 with the new Board.  
Mr. Catalano was concerned because he wanted to be appointed to another committee a year ago, it was never brought up and that committee is now deactivated.  Chairman Wozniak said the Memorial Day Parade Committee will not be deactivated and wanted to wait until after the election to make appointments because he wants it to be the decision of the new Board.  
Correspondence – Chairman Wozniak read a letter from Comcast which stated that on May 1 certain costs will be decreased.  He wants this letter posted on the website.    
Letter – Main Street – Mr. Keyes read a letter from the Berthelettes regarding the fire at 163-165 Main Street thanking the Fire and Police Departments and Department of Public Works.
Hearings & Meetings – Mr. Keyes said due to the election on April 1, 2013, the Finance Committee moved their meeting to April 2, 2013 and the Board of Selectmen will be meeting on Wednesday, April 3, 2013 and then April 9, 2013. 
Old Business

Finances/Reconciliation Update/Finance Department Report – Mr. Keyes said to pass over this right now.
Board of Registrars – Chairman Wozniak and Mr. Chamberland said Mr. Doyle is interested in this position.  Mr. Chamberland made a motion to appoint Mr. Doyle to the Board of Registrars, seconded by Ms. Bik (Exhibit A).  Vote unanimous.
Sycamore Meadows – Planning Board – Chairman Wozniak passed over this.
New Business

Review Warrant for Special Town Meeting & Annual Town Meeting – Chairman Wozniak said even though it is in draft form he wants it posted on the website.  

Mr. Haughey requested to take certain items out of order on the agenda. 
Approve Drainlayer’s License Application From Douglas Uhlman d/b/a Doug Uhlman Excavating, LLC, 6 Rolling Brook Road – Approved by Director of Public Works – Ms. Bik made a motion to approve the drainlayer’s license from Douglas Uhlman d/b/a Doug Uhlman Excavating, LLC and stated it was approved by the Director of DPW, seconded by Mr. Haughey.  Mr. Marchand said we normally like the applicants to be here.  Chairman Wozniak said it is the policy of the Board and 6B’d it.
Approve Home Occupancy License Application From Sarah E. Martin, 4A Farnum Street Nutrition Consulting – Phone and Internet Based – Mr. Chamberland made a motion to approve the home occupancy license for Sarah E. Martin, seconded by Ms. Bik (Exhibit B).  Chairman Wozniak said Ms. Martin will be consulting through the phone/internet.  She will provide nutrition consulting to individuals through email/phone and any meetings will be offsite.  She said she is licensed as a dietician nutritionist in MA and licensed to provide medical nutrition therapy.  Chairman Wozniak asked if there were any restrictions.  Ms. Martin said she is not aware of any.  Vote unanimous.  

Approve Change of Manager Application From Sevan Toutounjian d/b/a Sandy’s Chill Spot, 97 Main Street to Nancy Pinheiro d/b/a Sandy’s Chill Spot, 97 Main Street – Ms. Pinheiro and Mr. Toutounjian were here.  Mr. Haughey made a motion to approve the change of manager from Sevan Toutounjian d/b/a Sandy’s Chill Spot to Nancy Pinheiro d/b/a Sandy’s Chill Spot, seconded by Ms. Bik (Exhibit C).  Ms. Bik questioned the number of refrigerators (page 40 in the packet).  Ms. Pinheiro said there are two refrigerators and 3 freezers and they are regular sizes.  Mr. Toutounjian said two of the freezers are 14 cubic feet; the other one is 16 cubic feet; the regular fridge is 8 or 9 cubic feet; and the sandwich center is on wheels and is 4’ X 48” and the bottom has 2 doors.  Chairman Wozniak asked if Mr. Toutounjian was selling the business.  Ms. Pinheiro said technically they are partners they are just changing the manager.  Chairman Wozniak asked about worker’s compensation.  Mr. Toutounjian said he has a policy in his name, but would change the name on it to reflect the new manager and provide a copy to them.  Mr. Keyes said he would need to have the insurance binder by Monday, April 1, 2013 at 8:30 AM.  Mr. Haughey made a motion to amend his motion with the contingency that the license will not be valid until such time as the binder for the worker’s compensation policy is delivered to the Town Administrator and is to his satisfaction, seconded by Ms. Bik.  Mr. Haughey wants Mr. Keyes to advise the Board of Selectmen members when it comes in.  Vote unanimous.  
Reval Contracts – Patricia Salamone – Mrs. Salamone – Assistant Assessor and Mrs. Schandelmayer-Davis – Chairman of the Board of Assessors are here.  Mrs. Salamone said there are two contracts for the revaluation year.  She said they want to outsource commercial and industrial property and personal property.  
Ms. Bik made a motion to approve the two contracts, seconded by Mr. Haughey.  Mrs. Salamone said they use Vision Government Solutions, Inc. for their software and wants to use them for commercial and industrial real property.  She said they sent out RFP’s and received two responses for personal property.  She would like to use Real Estate Research Consultants, Inc. for the valuation of personal property because Regional Resource Group is not a full time personal property valuation service and it is not the main focus of the firm. She feels it is important to go with a large firm for the commercial and industrial reval process.   Mrs. Salamone said the contract for Vision is $20,500 for commercial and industrial real property.  She said Regional Resource Group is $12,000 and is an additional $38 per account X112 personal property parcels ($4,256) if they were to do personal property.  She said 70% of Vision’s business is strictly reval and developing systems.  She said they were also given a written date and it will be backed with a performance bond.  She said Regional Resource Group does not include a performance bond and they have included a task and timeline calendar but did not give them a guaranteed completion date.   Mrs. Salamone said Vision also has contracts with surrounding towns.  Vote unanimous.
Blackstone/Childhood Cancer Awareness Week – Mr. Keyes said he received an email from the American Cancer Fund for Children, Inc. requesting a proclamation recognizing Childhood Cancer Awareness Week from April 21-27.  Mr. Keyes said he would put this letter on the website.  Mr. Haughey made a motion to proceed with the proclamation recognizing Cancer Awareness Week for the week of April 21-27, 2013, seconded by Ms. Bik (Exhibit D).  Vote unanimous.

Review Warrant for Special Town Meeting & Annual Town Meeting (Exhibit E) – 

Chairman Wozniak read Articles 1 – 8 for the Special Town Meeting.  He said the amount for Article 8 was left blank because the amount could increase.  Mr. Haughey made a motion to accept the Warrant for the Special Town Meeting, seconded by Ms. Bik.  Ms. Bik asked where all the bills came from.  Mr. Keyes said they were prior year bills for July 2012, were not submitted in time to be paid and were not processed on time.  He said the DPW did not receive them in time to submit them to the Accountant’s office.  Chairman Wozniak wants copies of these invoices to look at the dates.  He said the Regional Vocation School is looking to borrow $2.9M for an addition/renovation project.  He said Dr. Fitzpatrick – Superintendent Director of Blackstone Valley Regional Vocational School withdrew this article so the local Towns could have a year to prepare for it.  Mr. Marchand questioned overtime for the Fire Department because it is for this year.  Ms. Bik said deficit spending is allowed by law.  Vote unanimous.
Mr. Keyes said the first five articles for the Annual Town Meeting are always put on, Article 6 is new and to take off Article 7.  

Chairman Wozniak read Article 6.  Mr. Keyes said the Regional School District wants to establish a stabilization fund for themselves, which they are allowed to do.   Mr. Haughey recused himself.  Mr. Keyes said the Regional School District would discuss it.  Mr. Haughey reentered.

Chairman Wozniak read Article 7 and assumes the Vocational Regional School District will discuss it.
Chairman Wozniak read Articles 8, 9 and 10. He wants to change “Recreational Facility” to “Community Facility” and also add after Community Facility, “Public Safety Center.”
Chairman Wozniak read Articles 11, 12 and 13.  Mr. Keyes said he would add the following to Article 13 after Ford Expedition “command vehicle for the Fire Department. “
Chairman Wozniak read Articles 14, 15 and 16.  Chairman Wozniak wants further information on Article 16.  Mr. Marchand said he attended the Finance Committee meeting last night and new meters are wanted so they are all on same page.  

Chairman Wozniak read Article 17.  He said this is from the last Annual Town Meeting.

Chairman Wozniak read Articles 18 and 19.  He said they need to fix the language on Article 19.  He said to delete “purchase” before painting and “a” before lower to read as follows:  for the painting of the water tank on lower Blackstone Street.
Chairman Wozniak read Articles 20 and 21.  Mr. Keyes said they discussed those articles last night at the Finance Committee meeting.
Chairman Wozniak read Articles 22 and 23 and said they are necessary expenditures.  Ms. Bik wants to change the name from “Elmwood Avenue sewers” (Article 22) and “Montcalm Avenue sewers” (Article 23) to “pump stations”.

Chairman Wozniak read Articles 24 and 25.  Ms. Bik said photovoltaic was not spelled right in Article 25.  Chairman Wozniak also questioned a lease/purchase option for Article 24.

Chairman Wozniak read Articles 26 and 27.  Mr. Marchand said Article 27 is very important; Parks & Rec saved the Town a lot of money.  Chairman Wozniak wants the Assessors to talk about Article 26.
Chairman Wozniak read Article 29.  Mr. Keyes also wants to look into installing cameras at the water tanks and pump stations and could look into homeland security grants.  
Chairman Wozniak said there was no article about the RFP’s for Veteran’s Park and feels it should be on after the solar photovoltaic article.  Ms. Bik wants Mr. Keyes to look into the Charles River Watershed Association fund to see if there is money available.

Chairman Wozniak read Article 30.  He wants the Planning Board to discuss it.  

Chairman Wozniak read Article 31. He said he is opposed to the public hearing option and wants it mandatory by the Board of Selectmen.  Ms. Bik wants to change Paragraph A to read: after Inspector “with a mandatory public hearing”, not “without a public hearing”.  Chairman Wozniak said this article needs to be rewritten.
Chairman Wozniak read Articles 32 and 33.

Mr. Marchand asked about Article 26.  Mr. Keyes said this was submitted by the Board of Assessors and will have them write something up.  
Mr. Haughey made a motion to approve the warrant articles for the Annual Town Meeting, seconded by Ms. Bik.  Vote unanimous.
Approval of Payroll Warrants #13EWA20 and 13PW20 – Mr. Haughey made a motion to approve the payroll warrants, seconded by Ms. Bik. Vote unanimous.
Approval of Vendor Warrant #13EW20 – Mr. Haughey made a motion to approve the vendor warrant, seconded by Ms. Bik.  Vote unanimous.

Good & Welfare – Selectmen 
Mr. Chamberland – He made a motion to have Tony Catalano put on the agenda, seconded by Mr. Marchand.  Chairman Wozniak said it is inappropriate to make motions under Good & Welfare; the new Board can put him on the agenda for April 3.  He said the election is April 1, 2013 and to vote.  He said Mr. Marchand is retiring and wanted to thank him for his service, being a mentor and guiding him through the Capital Outlay Committee. He is coming up on his one year mark and appreciates the ability to serve.

Mr. Haughey – He extended gratitude towards the department heads for working on the budget.  He said to submit articles in a timely manner.  He wanted to wish his best for those running for office and also extend his best to everyone on Monday.
Ms. Bik – She said the Library has different passes to different things.  She said Higgins Armory is closing December of this year and everything is being transferred to the Worcester Art Museum.  She said the Senior Center served two meals on St. Patrick’s Day; the food was superb, was done with smiles and thanked everyone who made it a success.  She said the Friends are having a yard sale in May and to donate bric a brac.  She said the hospital sent a thank you to the Council on Aging for donating their homemade blankets.  She said Wednesday and Thursday nights are candidate nights with John Eldridge.  She thanked him and wished the candidates good luck.  She said it has been a pleasure working with Mr. Marchand; he has been a dedicated member.  She wished everyone a blessed Easter.
Mr. Marchand – He thanked everyone who supported him; is proud to be a Selectman, it has been fun, thanked his wife and family and everyone who helped him on the way.  
Chairman Wozniak – He wanted to say thanks to Mr. Marchand for serving on the Board of Selectmen and Capital Outlay Committee and Mrs. Marchand who is on the Finance Committee and for their help with the Marching Band.  He said it has been a pleasure getting to know him and his wife.  He said elections are April 1, 2013 and to vote.  He said the Annual Town Meeting is coming up.  He said it has been a pleasure serving the Town and being the Chairman.  He wished everyone Happy Easter.
Mr. Haughey made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 9:49 PM, seconded by Ms. Bik.  Vote unanimous.
