MINUTES OF MEETING

APRIL 23, 2012

James Plasse, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Board of Health meeting room in the Town Hall.

Ms. Plasse made a motion to approve the minutes of the March 12th meeting.  Mr. Pitler seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by Unanimous Vote.

Mr. Pitler made a motion to approve the minutes of the April 3rd meeting.  Ms. Plasse seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by Unanimous Vote.

Thomas Holmes, 38 Federal Street, Blackstone, MA – Mr. Holmes was present at the hearing.  The hearing was continued from the April 3rd meeting.  Mr. Plasse read aloud a letter from Scott Rabideau of Natural Resource Services (NRS).  Mr. Rabideau indicates in his letter that the brook on the property is delineated by a blue line, indicating a perennial stream and falls within the two hundred foot riverfront area per the River Protection Act.  

The members unanimously agreed to utilize the second option listed in the NRS report.  They would review the project under MA DEP Regulation 10.58-(5) which is a “Redevelopment within Previously Developed RA”.  Under this option, the garage could be permitted provided that the work results in an “improvement over existing conditions of the capacity of the RA to protect the interests” of the act. The following mitigation will be implemented.  An old abandoned concrete pipe within the existing river channel will be removed then the slope will need to be stabilized.      

The members also said that the old garage and concrete slab will be removed from the property and six inches of loam must be spread in the area.  Haybales and/or silt fence will be used during construction.  The driveway will remain as crushed stone.  Ms. Plasse suggested that the new garage have gutters and a dry well.  Mr. Holmes had no problem with doing that.  
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Mrs. Brita made a motion to close the hearing.  Mr. Pitler seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by Unanimous Vote.

Mrs. Brita made a motion to approve Mr. Holmes project with the above listed conditions.  Mr. Pitler seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by Unanimous Vote.
Richard Melanson, 16 Autumn Lane, Blackstone, MA – Mr. Melanson would like to construct a garage at the end of the driveway, but he is not sure if it’s within the buffer zone.  Mr. Plasse advised him to hire a wetlands consultant to flag his wetland boundaries.

Ray Theibault, 2 Warfield Lane, Blackstone, MA – Mr. Theibault wants to install solar panels on ground mounts on metal poles on his property.  The pole would be on a concrete base 6 x 6 or 8 x 8 feet square.  The base will be underground.  Ms. Plasse said that she wouldn’t like to see anything within the fifty foot buffer zone.  Mrs. Brita said that the electrical line will have to be trenched.  Mr. Pitler said that the Planning Board may have solar regulations and he should check with them first.  Mr. Plasse said that Mr. Theibault will have to file a Notice of Intent with the Commission.  

Mr. Plasse said that there will be a DEP site visit with Allen Rivers at the Shore Drive property on Wednesday, April 25th at 10:00 a.m. for any member who can attend.  Mr. Plasse will himself attend the site visit.
Mr. Plasse said that the Commission received a copy of the Sycamore Park Estates definitive plans.

All members present signed the secretary’s payroll sheet.

Mrs. Brita made a motion to close the meeting.  Mr. Pitler seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by Unanimous Vote.
