MINUTES OF MEETING

JULY 16, 2012

James Plasse, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Senior Center in the Town Hall.

Ms. Plasse made a motion to approve a Certificate of Compliance for 209 Elm Street.  The Order of Conditions was issued in 1987 and never released from the property’s deed.  Mrs. Brita seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by Unanimous Vote.

Allen Rivers, 65 Seaman Drive, Woonsocket, RI – The secretary informed the members that she received an email from Mr. Rivers.  He indicated that his attorney did not want him to attend tonight’s meeting.

Ms. Plasse made a motion to continue the hearing until August 6th.  Mrs. Brita seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by Unanimous Vote.

D & F Afonso Realty, 189 Main Street, Milford, MA -  Mike Weaver of Guerriere & Halnon was present at the hearing along with Dominic Afonso, the owner of the property.  Mr. Weaver had submitted an updated replication plan.  Mr. Plasse said that the Commission had received a letter from Scott Rabideau of Natural Resource Services, Inc. (NRS) stating that he would like to see additional grading on the plan.  He wants a one foot contour. 

Mr. Plasse said that in his opinion, since this property has a history of glacial till and flooding, it would not be a good idea to build on it.  Mr. Weaver replied that there is a pipe buried in stone that use to take care of the drainage from the property.  The pipe is presently all plugged up and in need of maintenance.  Mr. Afonso said that he would like to put in a catch basin.  Mr. Weaver said that the pipe could be increased from 4 inches to 6 inches.

Ms. Plasse said that the Charles River Watershed conducted a study years ago that determined that there is glacial till on this property.  Mr. Weaver said that they would like to keep all the development impacts upstream.  
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Mr. Plasse said that Mr. Rabideau would like to conduct a site visit of the property with the Commission members and Mr. Weaver.  Mr. Weaver said that they will have the house, replication area, and wetland areas staked out before the site visit.  The date and time of the site visit will be determined later.
Mrs. Brita made a motion to continue the hearing until August 6th.  Ms. Plasse seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by Unanimous Vote.
Fred Gremza, 213 Mendon Street, Blackstone, MA – Mr. & Mrs. Gremza were present at the hearing.  Mr. Gremza submitted an after-the-fact Abbreviated Notice of Intent.  A complaint was received that Mr. Gremza had performed work on his property without approval from the Commission.  Mr. Gremza said that he had repaired a collapsed wall, rip rap slope with six inch stone, and repaired the lawn area on his property.  He said that he brought the excess material to Kimball Sand and Gravel.  Mr. Gremza submitted pictures of the work that he did.  The work is almost completed.  He would like to finish landscaping, spreading loam, and seeding.
Mr. Joseph Wojick of 206 Mendon Street was present at the hearing.  He said that the property floods the neighbor across the street.

Ms. Plasse made a motion to close the hearing.  Mrs. Brita seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by Unanimous Vote.

Ms. Plasse made a motion to approve the project.  Mrs. Brita seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by Unanimous Vote.

Ms. Plasse made a motion to approve the minutes of the May 14th meeting.  Mr. Pitler seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by Unanimous Vote.

A memo was received from the Blackstone Housing Corp., DEP File #110-269.  They had received an additional two year extension for the treatment of invasive plants, and requested that the Chairman submit a letter indicating that.  Mr. Plasse signed the letter, and it will be sent to their representative Lycott Environmental Inc.

The secretary asked the members if they would like to nominate someone for Chairman of the Conservation Commission.  Mr. Pitler made a motion to nominate Ms. Plasse for Chairman.  Mrs. Brita seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by Unanimous Vote.

Ms. Plasse asked the members if they would like to nominate someone for Vice Chairman of the Conservation Commission.  Mrs. Brita nominated Mr. Pilter for Vice Chairman.  Mr. Plasse seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by Unanimous Vote.
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Mrs. Brita made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Mr. Pitler seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by Unanimous Vote.
