The monthly meeting of the Architectural Review Advisory Committee (ARAC) was held in the Village of Briarcliff Manor Municipal Building, 1111 Pleasantville Road, Briarcliff Manor, N.Y. on Wednesday, April 23, 2008, commencing at 7:30 p.m.

ST. THERESA’S CHURCH – 1394 PLEASANTVILLE ROAD – FREE STANDING SIGN- 
The applicant represented by Mr. Craig Tompkins, presented an application for a free standing sign, the application included a rendering of the sign and a site plan indicated the proposed placement of the sign. The sign as proposed consisted of two five x five posts (black) with a decorative ball top (gold leaf), a seventy-two x thirty-six upper panel sign with a maroon background with gold leaf lettering and a seventy-two x twenty-five lower panel informational sign.  The committee approved the sign as presented, and advised the applicant that the informational portion of the sign must be limited to short term notices. 
MARK SEIDEN REAL ESTATE INC. – 1238 PLEASANTVILLE ROAD – FRONTAL FACADE SIGN -  The applicant re-submitted a rendering of a 2’ x 10’ frontal façade signs to be located at 1238 Pleasantville Road.   The sign as presented is a wood carved sign with external goose neck lighting with yellow background with blue lettering.   The committee approved the sign as presented providing the applicant removes the lettering “Turning Goals Into Reality” and www.homeman.net  consistent with Chapter 172-6D of the Code of The Village of Briarcliff Manor.  In addition, the applicant is requested to submit the revised rendering to the ARAC; applicant appearance is not required.
ALEX’S BARBER SHOP – 88 NORTH STATE - FRONTAL FAÇADE SIGN REVIEW- 
The applicant re-submitted a rendering of a 2’ x 10’ frontal façade signs to be located at 88 North State Road.  The sign as presented is a wood carved sign with a red background with blue lettering.  The committee recommended that the applicant tone down the background and re-submit a renderings with a maroon background with blue lettering and another rendering with a blue background and red lettering. The Committee urges the selection of the blue background with red lettering.
BRIARCLIFF’S SALAD - 78 NORTH STATE - FRONTAL FAÇADE SIGN REVIEW- 
The applicant re-submitted a rendering of a 2’ x 10’ frontal façade signs to be located at 78 North state Road.   The sign as presented is a wood carved sign with external lighting from above.  The sign as presented has gold and green lettering.  The committee disapproved the application based on the lack of information and the absence of the applicant.  
THE CLUB AT BRIARCLIFF MANOR – The Former King’s College Site –

The committee discussed possible meeting date to review The Club’s application; the applicant had requested that the committee review its application prior to the Planning Board Meeting scheduled for the 13th of May.  The committee proposed  meeting for May 12 or 14 given that two members of the Committee, including the Chair, are not available on May 13.  Absent the ability of the applicant to meet on May 12 or 14, the ARAC would make an attempt to convene a quorum for the 13th.  The applicant will be noticed and the Committee will be notified of the results. 











REVIEW SIGNAGE FOR MULTI- TENANT AND VILLAGE WIDE COMPREHENSIVE SINAGE PLAN -   
The Committee agreed to begin a cluster review of sectors of the Village beginning with the UPS/Squire's store-fronts. Members Mayer, Altman, and Wiltenberg agreed to share their assessment of the cluster, to include suggestions for cost-effective aesthetic improvements and to share such analysis with the ARAC.   It is hoped that such review will distill to an advisory report to the Planning Board as to how such clusters might be improved aesthetically (and with full awareness that the ultimate strategy for such clusters may transcend aesthetic measures).
