PB-6-2010 - URSTADT BIDDLE PROPERTIES–SITE PLAN AMENDMENT:  The Planning Board reviewed an application to amend a site plan to make changes to a façade.  The property is located at 1880 Pleasantville Road.

The matter was adjourned to the next meeting.

PB-15-2014 - URSTADT BIDDLE PROPERTIES (FREESTANDING SIGN AT ORCHARD ROAD) –SIGN PERMIT APPROVAL:  The Planning Board reviewed an application for a Sign Permit.  The property is located on the corner Pleasantville Road and Orchard Road.
A representative from John Meyer Consulting stated they were seeking approval for a free standing sign at the Orchard Road entrance.  

The Board had general discussion regarding the dimensions of the proposed sign, the location and whether the sign was needed or not.  The Board requested the property owner appear at the next meeting to discuss the need for the sign.  

PB-1-2015 - URSTADT BIDDLE PROPERTIES (CARVEL) –SIGN PERMIT APPROVAL:  The Planning Board reviewed an application for a Sign Permit.  The property is located at 1874 Pleasantville Road.
Mr. Joe Cipriano, Owner, explained the proposed sign.  

Village Engineer Turiano stated the sign was code compliant.  

Upon motion by Member Halper, seconded by Member Lotter, the Board voted unanimously to approve the sign application as presented.  

PB-13-2014 - MISCHENKO –VILLAGE CODE CHAPTER 220-15, PROTECTION OF NATURAL RESOURCES REVIEW (STEEP SLOPES APPROVAL): The Planning Board reviewed an application for a steep slopes permit to install an in-ground pool at an existing single family dwelling.  The property is located at 91 Chestnut Hill Lane.
Village Engineer Turiano gave a synopsis of the new steep slopes law and stated the new law relied on the GIS mapping done by Westchester County.  He stated there were some exemptions for smaller sloped areas contained on one parcel and steep slopes now required a permit.  

The Board had general discussion regarding the process, permits and mapping and whether it’s checked against the county map.  

Mr. Greg McWilliams, Architect for Applicant, stated he came before the Board in November on a preliminary basis, and they updated drawing based on survey and steep slopes law.  He stated they needed a rear yard variance in the back as well and no homes are visible from the pool area.  

Village Engineer Turiano stated there were a lot fewer disturbances than the prior application and only a small corner of the pool was in the sloped area.  

Mr. Mischenko explained the existing drainage and stated there were no issues.  

Mr. McWilliams stated it was the only place for pool to be located and the storm drains would be terraced in the slopes.  

Upon motion by Member Lotter, seconded by Member Halper, the Board voted unanimously to approve the application with the condition that a variance is granted.
