Call to Order: Chairman Nolan called the meeting to order at 7:30pm.  
PB-9-2015 – BRIARCLIFF CONGREGATIONAL CHURCH –SIGN PERMIT APPROVAL:  The Planning Board reviewed an application for a Sign Permit.  The property is located at 30 South State Road.

Mr. Brian Lewis, Trustee representing the Church, explained the proposed size and stated it would be the same size as the existing sign and would be externally lit.  

Chairman Nolan stated a memorandum was received from the Architectural Review Advisory Committee and they gave it a favorable recommendation.  

Upon motion by Member Vescio, seconded by Member Pastore, the Board voted unanimously to approve the sign application as submitted.  
PB-10-2015 – BRIARCLIFF GROCERY OWNERS, LLC (ACME) –SIGN PERMIT APPROVAL:  The Planning Board reviewed an application for a Sign Permit.  The property is located at 1886 Pleasantville Road.

Mr. Gary McCoy of Poyant Sign Company explained the modified application and stated they reduced the size to 73 square feet with halo style illumination to be in conformance with the rest of the shopping plaza.  

Chairman Nolan stated a memorandum was received from the Architectural Review Advisory Committee and they gave it a favorable recommendation.  

The Board had general discussion regarding the sign color, façade and proposed size.  

Upon motion by Member Halper, seconded by Member Lotter, the Board voted unanimously to approve the amended sign permit application as presented.  

PB-11-2015 – HORGAN – VILLAGE CODE CHAPTER 220-9.2 MANDATORY TREE PLANTING PLAN (MTPP) AND VILLAGE CODE CHAPTER 220-15, PROTECTION OF NATURAL RESOURCES REVIEW (STEEP SLOPES APPROVAL): The Planning Board reviewed an application for a tree planting plan and an application for a steep slopes permit to construct a new single family dwelling.  The property is located at 57 Becker Lane.  

Mr. Demetrios Comodromos, Architect for the Applicant, explained the proposed application and stated they were only proposing access to the site from Law Road.  
Mr. Ralph Mastromonaco, Engineer for the Applicant, explained the proposed steep slopes disturbance areas.  

Mr. Comodromos stated there would be minimal disturbance.  

The Board had general discussion regarding the storm water management system, steep slopes and requested a detailed planting plan showing screening for existing homes.  

Mr. Richard Grassy of 117 Law Road asked how it would affect his property and worried there would be additional flooding if trees were removed.  

Village Attorney Pozin stated it was a matter of record between property owners and the Planning Board did not have any authority regarding the easement.  
The matter was tabled to the next meeting.  
PB-12-2015 – SLEEPY HOLLOW COUNTRY CLUB – SITE PLAN AMENDMENT: The Planning Board reviewed an application to amend a site plan for the installation of tennis court lighting.  The property is located at 777 Albany Post Road.
Mr. David Smith, Architect for the Applicant, explained the proposal to install lighting on 2 of the existing tennis courts and stated they’d be in use from April 15th through November 15th and would be on an automatic timer that would shut off at 10:00pm.  

The Board discussed if there would be any lighting impact to neighboring properties.  

Village Attorney Pozin stated it was a type 2 SEQRA action and the Public Hearing would be waived.  

Upon motion by Member Vescio, seconded by Member Lotter, the Board voted unanimously to approve the application as submitted.
