Call to Order: 

Chairman Nolan called the meeting to order at 7:30pm.  
The Board adjourned into an Executive Session to seek advice of Counsel.  

The Board returned to the Regular Meeting at 7:58pm.  

PB-5-2017- DZIEGELEWSKI – SUBDIVISION APPROVAL: The Planning Board continued a Public Hearing to review an application for an approval of a 3 lot subdivision for a 3.85-acre property located at 363 Long Hill Road. 
Mr. John Kirkpatrick, Attorney for the Applicant, stated they had been pursuing the application based on a 1984 subdivision that granted the right to further subdivide the large rear lot.  He requested the Planning Board make an application to the Board of Trustees to grant Conservation Subdivision Authority.  

Village Attorney Pozin stated he could prepare a letter to the Board of Trustees and the Planning Board would need to hold another public hearing.  

Upon motion by Member Vescio, seconded by Member Halper, with one abstention from Member Pastore, the Board voted to request the Board of Trustees grant the Planning Board authority to consider a conservation subdivision.  
Upon motion by Member Lotter, seconded by Member Halper, the Board voted unanimously to schedule a public hearing for the May 8, 2018 meeting if the Board of Trustees grants the Planning Board conservation subdivision authority.  
PB-5-2013 – SALEH – VILLAGE CODE CHAPTER 220-15, PROTECTION OF NATURAL RESOURCES REVIEW (STEEP SLOPES APPROVAL) The Planning Board reviewed an application for a Steep Slopes Permit to relocate retaining walls.  The property is located at 22 Ridgecrest Road. 
Ms. Geraldine Tortorella, Attorney for the Applicant, stated the materials they submitted were based on the TC Merritts survey dated February 12, 2018.  She explained the layout of the site.  

The Board had general discussion regarding the fill on the property and requested a cross section be done from the front of the property to the back.  
Ms. Tortorella stated they would seek a license agreement from the Board of Trustees for the front wall and would remove 2,400 cubic yards of fill if the Planning granted the approval.  She stated they would remedy the drainage issues and seek a variance for the canopy structure at the front of the house.  
The Board stated the applicant should build what was approved and remove what wasn’t.  

Village Engineer Turiano stated a wall plan with height and dimensions needed to be submitted
Ms. Tortorella stated she would get the Board the information they requested.  

VILLAGE ENGINEER’S REPORT:
· The Club was under construction and going well with no site plan matters.  
· Briarcliff Acres is working on the second house.  
· There are some compliance issues at some of the vacant properties in the Village.  They are being closely monitored by the Building Department.
