Any Other Business Added By 2/3 vote: 
1.  Holland Joint Venture, 137 New Milford Road East stone crushing.  Moved to the end of the agenda.

OLD BUSINESS:  
1.  Joshua Heights, Main Street North, affordable housing subdivision. A. McNaughton recused himself.  The commission received communications from Mike Zizka and Neil Marcus.  John Carr was present.  He submitted a density comparison of the project over the years and suggested a site visit by the commission.  L. Pinter stated that since there was not a quorum and the issue is still being reviewed by counsel there was nothing further the commission could do at this point.

2.  ZEO Report: The ZEO Report was reviewed by the commission.  W. Khare made a motion to receive the ZEO report.  A. McNaughton seconded.  Unanimous approval.

3.  Holland Joint Venture, 137 New Milford Road East stone crushing.  A. Mc Naughton made a motion to add this item to the agenda by 2/3 votes.  W. Khare seconded.  Unanimous approval.  C. Read spoke to the construction company that is working on the Rt. 133 road project.  They applied to crush the stone that is being removed from the project at the location owned by Holland Joint Venture.  C. Read felt the crushing must be finished since when he talked to them they only had one more day of crushing left to do.  W. Khare pointed out that they are way beyond the limit of the amount of material they are allowed to bring on a property.  The application was not submitted in time and not signed.  The ZEO will make an inquiry to Holland Joint Venture to see if they are using that fill on their property.  If so they need to make an application.  They need to know that the commission couldn’t accept the application because it was not submitted by the deadline for an application.  They cannot crush anymore until the commission can act on the application.  W. Khare made a motion to table the application.  A. McNaughton seconded.  Unanimous approval.
4.  Discussion of P&Z Regulations.  The commission continued their discussion of the attached and detached accessory apartments.  They are firming up language for the regulations on accessory apartments and may have a final copy for next month’s meeting.

5.  The issue of the Airbnb was discussed.  A kitchen was put into the Airbnb space which now makes it an apartment.  This item will be on next month’s agenda.  Mr. & Mrs. Hochstetter will be contacted.
