       8:16 PM Public Hearing: RDA Ciandella – Ian Lynch Opens Meeting
Same foundation will be used with minor adjustments.  There are issues present with the proximity to the riverfront. The area is subject to jurisdiction and not the work.  The new revised plan includes a garage and a fire place. Joe Ciandella raises concerns with the current state of the river; mainly that it is filled with debris from the tornado.  He was wondering what could be done to clean it up, if it was their responsibility or the towns.  Want to explore the possibility of funding for brook restoration or debris removal.  The proposed project is a buffer zone project.
8:42 PM Roger deBruyn begins discussion of conditions to impose.  Conditions are as follows:

1. Prior to the commencement of work on the project site, adequate erosion and sedimentation control measures shall be implemented as shown on plans and described in the RDA. Straw bales shall be firmly anchored with stakes placed end to end so that sediment may not travel through the barrier.  
2. Must maintain the stability of the ground and exposed soil surfaces by applying straw, woodchips or other methods approved by the USDA Soil Conservation Service

3. Install additional straw bales at the border of the wetlands depicted by the flags. Joe Collins drew location of new straw bales on the revised plans for applicants.
4. Initial erosion control closest to the house may be straw bales or a siltation fence, but the one bordering the wetlands must be straw to avoid digging in for posts.

5. Members or agents of the Brimfield Conservation Commission shall be notified when erosion control measures are in place and if any changes to the plan may occur.
A condition of all excavation occurring thru the front yard was discussed, but not included due to the location of the work.

BCC has received an approved septic plan from the Board of Health. A silt fence and barrier are shown on the plans.

9:40 PM Violation: Wawrzonke 27 Holland Road – Ian Lynch Opens
Phil Wawrzonke was not aware that a violation had taken place.  They were re-grading and excavating with a bob-cat and claimed to use wood chips already to stabilize the soil.  The area cleared is to be used to store wood from landscaping and tornado cleanup.  The area is both buffer zone and river front.  Mr. Wawrzonke was informed that he cannot do work that close to a wetland without a permit.  The commission requested a site visit to determine the impacts to the resource area and identify any erosion that may occur.  Mr. Wawrzonke agreed.  The site visit is scheduled for Saturday November 26, 2011 at 9 AM.  Upon completion of the site inspection the Mr. Wawrzonke will be instructed on further action.  A NOI should have been filled but the work is already complete.  If the area is to be used for storage of storm debris a NOI may also be needed, but at least a RDA is required.

John & Sue Hilker attend as abutters

During a repair an anomaly was found in the pipe, probably corrosion.  The representative present was not completely sure what the anomaly was.  It is the same contractors conducting the work as it has been in the past decade.  John Hilker raises concerns about the intermittent stream that appears to run year round and if their access route crosses the stream at all.

Commission discussed conditions and proposed the following:

1. Prior to the commencement of work on the project site, adequate erosion and sedimentation control measures shall be implemented as shown on plans and described in the NOI. Hay bales shall be firmly anchored with stakes placed end to end so that sediment may not travel through the barrier.  The hay bales and siltation fencing shall be inspected daily, and replaced immediately if required.  Siltation fencing shall be firmly staked and securely held in place at the bottom.  The erosion and sedimentation control measures shall stay in place until all areas have been stabilized or revegetated.

2. The applicant shall notify the Brimfield Conservation Commission seventy-two (72) hours before any work begins on the project site.

3. All disturbed or exposed soil surfaces shall be stabilized temporarily after each work day with hay, straw, mulch, or other methods approved by the USDA Soil Conservation Service.

4. Members or agents of the Brimfield Conservation Commission shall have the right to enter and inspect the property, in which the project site is located, at any time to evaluate compliance with these Order of Conditions, the Act, and the Wetlands Regulations, 310 CMR 10.00, and shall have the right to request and receive any data or documentation that the Brimfield Conservation Commission deems necessary for that evaluation.

5. The Order of Conditions shall apply to any successor in control or successor in interest of the property described in the plans submitted.

6. The Brimfield Conservation Commission reserves the right to impose additional conditions on portions of this project to mitigate any impacts which could result from site erosion, or any noticeable degradation of surface water quality discharging from the site.

7. Construction refuse and debris shall be disposed of promptly and properly, and the project site shall be maintained in a clean condition.
