A complaint was received from Andy Cormier of Escape Estates concerning a stockpile of stumps outside of the designated work area.  The stumps were pulled under emergency certification and the damage is already done.  Cormier requested a site visit before work began to ensure compliance with the OOC issued for the property.  Cormier felt the area the stumps were left in is off limits and does not wish to proceed with the commission’s approval.  A review of the OOC showed the removal of stumps as part of the special conditions but the wording was not clear.   A site visit was scheduled with Mr. Cormier for Saturday, December 17, 2011 at 9:30 am where the commissioners would verbally clarify the conditions for removing the stumps.  Lee Goodspeed raised issues with the OOC; stating they are doing an illegal operation in an endangered species zone and if he was present at the meeting the OOC was issued he would have voted against it.
8:12 PM Violation: Wawrzonke - 27 Holland Road – Ian Lynch Opens
After the site visit on Saturday November 26, 2011 at 9 AM the commissioners requested the Wawrzonke’s file a NOI or an RDA for the work on their property.  Currently, we have received nothing from them.  A NOI should have been filled but the work is already complete.  The resource area is stabilized and not currently in jeopardy, but it is cluttering up the buffer zone. If the area is to be used for storage of storm debris a NOI is needed, but until then at least a RDA is required.  A follow up letter should be mailed to Mr. Wawrzonke, along with the instructions to file a NOI and an RDA and the corresponding forms.  The letter will state that the BCC expects them to file something by December 28, 2011 so they can be placed on the January 10, 2012 agenda.  Additionally state that if they have an issue with the deadline or need help with the forms to please feel free to contact us.  If nothing is received we will issue another Enforcement Order.

The property owners must cease and desist all activities related to construction at the site.  Additionally, the property owners must install erosion controls for the resource area immediately.
