8:42 PM Violation: Wawrzonke - 27 Holland Road – Ian Lynch Opens

After the site visit on Saturday November 26, 2011 at 9 AM the commissioners requested the Wawrzonke’s file a NOI or an RDA for the work on their property.  Currently, we have received nothing from them.  A NOI should have been filled but the work is already complete.  The resource area is stabilized and not currently in jeopardy, but it is cluttering up the buffer zone. If the area is to be used for storage of storm debris a NOI required.  Mr. Wawrzonke phoned the office today, January 10, 2012 @ 2PM to state that he recently received the packet and it is not yet complete.  Zach from Zach’s Landscaping will be the one completing the NOI and representing the Wawrzonke’s.  He said he would try to attend the meeting today and if he could, would be there before 9:30PM.  Discussion is continued till 9:30 PM.  Roger deBruyn noted they did not pull the brush out yet as was instructed.
8:49 PM Violation: 101 Hollow Rd  – Ian Lynch Opens

Angela Panaccione mailed the original EO to the wrong property owner.  Angela must now find the correct property owner for the parcel ACROSS from 101 Hollow Road.  A NOI and a restoration plan are required by January 23, 2012.  The property owners must cease and desist all activities related to construction at the site.  Additionally, the property owners must install erosion controls for the resource area immediately. It was also requested that the property owner attend the next BCC meeting on January 24, 2012 at 8:40PM.

9:02 PM Lester Barton – 128 Old Palmer Road  – Ian Lynch Opens
Mr. Barton has been experiencing flooding in his basement for over a month straight.  This had never happened before and the property owner is very concerned.  He is 80 years old and lives alone and can’t have this problem.  His neighbors have experienced similar flooding in their basement as well.  He requested any help the BCC may be able to give him.  The BCC will conduct a site visit Saturday January 14, 2012 by 12PM.  Angela will contact Mr. Barton to confirm.
9:15 PM Sherman Lake Dam  – Lee Goodspeed Opens
The water level in the lake is way too high and the homes downstream of the dam are in serious trouble if the dam breaks or is breeched.  The BCC is involved, but are not sure to what extent.  The water level needs to be lowered.  In the past if was easy, to just go in and remove one of three planks.  Now the planks no longer exist and the dam is stone.  Lake Sherman is only one foot lower than East Brimfield dam.  The next step: complete a narrative of the problem to bring to the DEP and town Select board.  Also, Ian will contact the DEP about jurisdiction and enforcement.  There is an obvious violation and Mr. Goodspeed feels the DEP has been blowing the problem off.  Lee will draft the Narrative and Ian will be in contact with the DEP.
9:53PM Violation: Dave Mayo – 10 Shaw Road
Matt noticed the violation.  Mr. Mayo has made a path through numerous wetlands by Little Alum pond, has also removed sand from the lake and plans to build a boat ramp/launch into the lake.  He needs to stop work immediately; no work may continue.  Mr. Mayo may very well need an environmental engineer or consultant.  It is against BCC policy to give him a list, but Mr. Mayo could easily find a consultant or engineer through the phone book or a Google search; or may also contact the DEP.   Angela is to contact Mr. Mayo about a possible site visit Saturday January 14, 2012.  If permission is granted the commission will view the violation and proceeded from there.  A revised brochure will also be sent to Mr. Mayo to supply him with further information.

The Wawrzonke’s never attended tonight’s meeting there for an additional, second Enforcement Order will be sent along with a copy of the revised brochure and a letter stressing the importance of the matter and letting the owner know the DEP could impose a fine of up to $5,000 for violating an Enforcement Order.
