MEETING 4/24/2012 @ 7:30 PM

7:37 PM Public Inquiry: Bill Cantell
Bill Cantell attended the meeting as a representative for Mr. Richard Pietrewicz, of 77 7th Street.  Mr. Cantell wishes to replace a 16’ X 20’ deck, on the same footprint, using a “techno-post” machine.  Mr. Cantell informed the BCC there will be no digging or filling.  A small hydraulic machine will drill the hole and inject the post directly in.  Angela Panaccione supplied Mr. Cantell with the WPA Form 1: Request for Determining Applicability (RDA).  Mr. Cantell completed said application and submitted it to the BCC for review.  Angela Panaccione informed Mr. Cantell she would inform him of the time and date of his public meeting.
7:48 PM Public Inquiry: Joe Ceisla DEP # 117-0284
Mr. Ciesla, of Apple Road, attended the meeting to request an extension on his OOC for DEP # 117-0284.  The conditions have expired, therefore Mr. Ciesla must re-file.  Mr. Ciesla also informed the commission that his forest cutting plan for the property was complete. Angela Panaccione supplied Mr. Ciesla with WPA Form 3: Notice of Intent (NOI), along with directions and the relevant deadlines for submission.  Mr. Ciesla stated he would complete said application and submit it for review. 

8:01 PM Public Hearing: NOI James Hopkins DEP # 117-0317 – Parking Lot – Ian Lynch Opens

Joe Collins recues himself from the hearing to attend as an abutter.

Jim Hopkins attended the meeting, with his representative Seth Lajoie, to present plans to clear the property on Route 20 in order to construct a parking lot for the flea market.  The plan would be to clear and flatten the entire area; leaving the stumps in the ground but grinding them down and filling the area over with gravel.  The total area to be altered is 1.3 acres, with a 28’ boundary around the property as an erosion control barrier and protection for the BVW.  The work proposed is in buffer zone area only, not in a resource area.

Mr. Lajoie changed the NOI to reflect the use as commercial, though he did not address the issue of dual ownership.  Mr. Hopkins may need to amend the existing OOC in place for DEP # 117-0310 to account for the new development in the plans or revise this current NOI to account for the split property.  

A site visit was conducted on Saturday April 21, 2012 @ 9am.  Erosion controls, in the form of staked straw waddles, were in place.  The commission reviewed the wetland delineations and corrected any misplaced flags.  

The commissioners had several requests for Mr. Hopkins:

1. The amount and location of fill must clearly be defined on the plan and on the ground.  
2. Monitoring needs to be incorporated into the plan and conditions.

3. Upon the completion of tree removal, Mr. Hopkins will notify the BCC for a site inspection before the fill is to be laid.  At this time the location of the fill must be clearly flagged for the BCC to inspect.

4. The phases of work must be clarified.  For example: phase 1- clear wood, phase 2- lay fill, etc…
5. Until a valid OOC is issued there will be no removing, adding or moving of any fill of any kind.
6. A back-ho, wood-chipper and stump grinder are the only equipment to be used.

Judy Sessler raised a concern about potential wildlife habitat at the site and the affects of clearing on animal migration.  Angela Panaccione informed Ms. Sessler and the BCC that she looked at the NHESP overlay for rare habitat and there was none on the property.  There are two potential vernal pools in the area, but they are not on Mr. Hopkins property.
Motion made by Lee Goodspeed at 8:50 PM to continue the hearing to 7:50 PM on Tuesday May 22, 2012

Mr. Hopkins was informed he must keep the BCC up to date on what is happening at the site.  He may begin clearing, as long as he remains out of protected areas.  He must stay within the limits of work previously discussed.
8:52 PM Public Meeting: RDA JT Heating Oil Inc. – Fuel Storage Facility

Judy Sessler attended the meeting as a concerned citizen and Barbra and Rachel Horn attended the meeting as abutters. 

Robert Hitchcock attended the meeting tonight with his wife Rhonda, and his representative Mark Smith.  Mr. Hitchcock intends to install a completely enclosed bulk fuel oil storage facility and loading area.  Storage tanks are to be fully enclosed in concrete dikes designed to hold 110% of volume of all tanks.  There are four tanks total; each tank will hold 10, 000 gallons, totaling 40,000 gallons.  The tanks will be enclosed in a cement containment center that is capable of holding 54,000 gallons of liquid.  The tanks themselves will be situated down in the ground, held in place by cement saddles.  All work is to be completed entirely outside the buffer zone.  A Spill Prevention Control and Countermeasure Plan (SPCC) will be completed and submitted to the BCC for review. 

Several Concerns were raised by the abutters:
1. Location of a stream nearby making it a riverfront zone

2. Use of second hand tanks/refurbished tanks on a site near a river

3. Zoning bylaws

4. Floodplain legislative bylaws

5. Tanks leaking and polluting ground water
6. Eastern box turtle habitat (Endangered species)

Lee Goodspeed stated the reality is the SPCC will guarantee everything is okay, but it does not happen until the project is complete.  It’s a 75 page document that is extremely detailed and addresses most concerns raised here.

The BCC will conduct a site visit to determine if there are wetlands on the site and if the property is within the 200’ Riverfront protection zone.  Angela Panaccione will also check the NHESP overlays to see if the site falls within any potential endangered species habitat.

9:50 PM Violation: Richard Cayer 59/61 Haynes Hill Road

Richard Cayer attended tonight meeting, with environmental consultant Glenn E. Krevosky of EBT Environmental, to update the commission on the erosion controls put in place and progress of site restoration.  

The issue of potential endangered species habitat was addressed. There are two vernal pools in close proximity to the work area, but NHESP polygons show the work is out of the range of priority habitat.  BCC received notification from NHESP that the work at the site will not constitute a “take” under NHESP regulations.

To begin, the BCC outlined issues present with the restoration:

1. Is the rip-rap (driveway) staying?

2. Are the culverts staying?

3. What will the NOI cover? Restoration/Replication

4. If nothing more is done to the property now, is it stabilized?

Mr. Krevosky informed the commission there are still piles of logs and stumps that must be removed from the property before the restoration can begin.  The amount of debris on the site is also a potential fire hazard.  Currently the site is stabilized and erosion controls are in place.  The silt fence has been extended the length of the property to protect neighboring lands.  The next step in the process will be to address what needs to be restored.
The current restoration plan proposed will identify the wetlands by 83 flags and will use one common drive instead of two; reducing the stream crossings from four to two and decreasing the amount of wetlands alterations by 1000 square feet.  Mr. Krevosky will keep the BCC inform on the progress at the site.  An erosion control pad will be installed, the silt fences will be extended, and trenches will be dug to prevent further erosion.  Additionally, the initial culvert will be removed.
The next step will to file a completed NOI and restoration plan.

9:48 PM Public Meeting: RDA Kenneth Edwards – Land Clearing/Tornado Clean-up

Mr. Edwards attended the meeting, with environmental consultant Glenn E. Krevosky of EBT Environmental. The RDA is for land clearing of tornado damaged trees and salvage logging.  Due to a lack of quorum the meeting needed to be continued.
