8:11 PM Violation: Dave Mayo (  10 Shaw Road
Matt Toth informed the commission the violation this past January.  A site visit was conducted on Saturday January 14, 2012. Mr. Mayo had constructed a path through a significant amount of wetlands bordering Little Alum pond, crossed and filled at least three streams and removed sand from the lake in order to build and gain access to a boat ramp/launch into the lake.  Mr. Mayo was informed to stop work immediately, file an NOI and restoration plan or the commission would issue an Enforcement Order.  It was recommended that Mr. Mayo hire an environmental engineer or consultant.  Mr. Mayo hired Mark Farrell of Green Hill Engineering.
Mr. Mayo is still in violation of the WPA.  Angela Panaccione contacted Mr. Mayo about a time frame for receiving an NOI and restoration plan as was requested by the commission.  Mr. Mayo said he would contact Mark Farrell.  Angela Panaccione will contact Mr. Mayo again and request an NOI or Restoration plan, or at least an update from Mr. Farrell by Tuesday May 22, 2012 or the Commission will issue an EO.  Angela Panaccione will prepare an EO for the next meeting.
8:18 PM Public Meeting: Bill Cantell – Deck Replacement
Bill Cantell attended the meeting as a representative for Mr. Richard Pietrewicz, of 77 Seventh Street.  Mr. Cantell wishes to replace a 16’ X 20’ deck, on the same footprint, using a “techno-post” machine.  Mr. Cantell informed the BCC there will be no dredging, removing or filling.  A small hydraulic machine will drill the hole and inject the post directly into the ground at point of contact.  Mr. Cantell supplied the commission with pictures of the location, the machine to be used and information on the technology.  The posts are 4” galvanized steel, cover by a green screen to protect against frost and freezing.  There will be eight posts installed, four will be in the water.

9:48 PM Public Meeting: RDA Christopher Rabbit – 55 Haynes Hill Road

Christopher Rabbit, of 55 Haynes Hill Road, attended the meeting to discuss the removal of stumps from his property. His property was severely damaged by the tornado and has already been cleared.  The stumps are already pulled up, either partially or fully, on the property.  There are 15 stumps total, two are in a resource area.  Mr. Rabbit intends to install erosion controls at the barrier of the wetlands and by the brook.  He also will fill in the stump holes and plant new trees to stabilize the soils.

9:40 PM: Ian Lynch and Lee Goodspeed up for Re-appoint

Both Ian Lynch and Lee Goodspeed are up for re-appointment this year.  The term is for three years.  Both commissioners expressed interest in continuing their role on the conservation commission.  The Board of Selectman also received a letter of interest from Stephen Phiffer about serving on the commission.  Mr. Phiffer was a commissioner in the past and wishes to serve again.  Angela Panaccione will send a letter to the Board of Selectman expressing the commissions’ interest in re-appointing Ian Lynch and Lee Goodspeed.  She will also request that the Board of Selectmen wait to appoint Mr. Phiffer, in anticipation of other interested citizens.
Angela Panaccione will also contact Commissioner Jeff Buckle and request that he sends an official letter of resignation to the Board of Selectmen, there by vacating his seat on the commission.

9:45 PM Violation: Forest Cut – Five Bridge Road
Angela Panaccione received a complaint about an un-permitted salvage cut occurring on Five Bridge Road.  After a site inspection on Thursday May 10, 2012 Angela Panaccione determined Rocky Mountain Clearing was completing the cut.  She contacted Rocky Mountain, who claimed to have a permit, but there was not one on file.  Ian Lynch was informed of the violation and preformed an additional site visit.  Upon inspection and discussion with abutters it was brought to his attention there are also two large vernal pools in the area being cleared.
A Forest Cutting Plan has since been received by BCC, though it is un-approved and incomplete.  Ian Lynch will contact Carmine Angelonie to comment on the plan and request erosion controls be installed at the edge of the wetlands and the presence of vernal pools be investigated.

10:10 PM Violation: Richard Cayer 59/61 Haynes Hill Road

Angela Panaccione supplied the BCC with an update on the Cayer Violation.  Roger Godin, Mr. Cayer’s Logger, will not be out for 3 - 4 weeks.  Mr. Fancy, Mr. Cayer’s Surveyor cannot put the stakes back on site or locate the driveway and wetlands before the logging is done.  His plan will be the basis for Mr. Cayer’s restoration plan.  When EBT, Inc receives the draft of the restoration plan they will forward it to the BCC.  Erosion controls have been installed across the property.
