Joe Collins recues himself from the hearing to attend as an abutter.

Jim Hopkins attended the meeting, with his representative Seth Lajoie, to present plans to clear the property on Route 20 in order to construct a parking lot for the flea market.  The is to clear and level 1.3 acres; leaving the stumps in the ground but grinding them down and filling the area over with gravel.  There will be a 28’ boundary around the property as an erosion control barrier and protection for the BVW.  The work proposed is buffer zone only.

Mr. Lajoie changed the NOI to reflect both property owners, Mr. Hopkins and Mr. Richmond; and will send the revised NOI to the DEP.  Additionally, Mr. Lajoie will be sure to register the OOC to both property owners.  

The commissioners identified the conditions for work to be:

1. The amount and location of fill must clearly be defined on the plan and on the ground.  

2. Upon the completion of tree removal, Mr. Hopkins will notify the BCC for a site inspection before the fill is to be laid.  At this time the location of the fill must be clearly flagged for the BCC to inspect.

3. There will be no removing of any fill or changes to the grade of the land.

4. A back-ho, wood-chipper and stump grinder are the only equipment to be used.

5. Monitoring needs to be incorporated into the plan and conditions.

6. Notify the commission when erosion controls are in place for a site inspection

Mr. Hopkins was informed he must keep the BCC up to date on what is happening at the site.  No work is to begin until erosion controls are in place.  Seth will notify Angela when erosion controls are in place.
8:35 PM Public Meeting: RDA JT Heating Oil Inc. – Fuel Storage Facility

Judy Sessler attended the meeting as a concerned citizen.
Representatives from JT Heating Oil, Inc. attended the meeting tonight with revised plans with new wetland delineations for the proposed oil storage facility at 162 Sturbridge Rd.  

The concerns raised at the previous meeting were addressed:

1. Location of a stream nearby making it a riverfront zone: The project is within 150’ of an intermittent stream according to GIS maps and the DEP overlay for waterways.  The applicant believes the stream in question is not a stream at all, but only storm water run-off from Rt. 20 above.  A site visit will be needed.
2. Use of second hand tanks/refurbished tanks on a site near a river:  This issue is out of our jurisdiction and will be addressed by the SPCC
3. Zoning bylaws: Town of Brimfield zoning bylaws for floodplain were brought to the meeting tonight by Judy Sessler and were supplied to the commissioners.  The bylaws regulate projects within the 100 year flood zone.
4. Floodplain legislative bylaws: A review of FEMA floodplain regulations and floodplain maps placed the property in Zone C, a .2% chance of flooding per year; placing it within the 500 year flood zone.
5. Tanks leaking and polluting ground water: the area is completely enclosed and the loading area to the tanks is fully contained.
6. Eastern box turtle habitat (Endangered species): The NHESP overlays do not indicate the area as priority habitat, there for no NHESP review should be needed.

A full commission site visit is needed.  The BCC will conduct a site visit on Saturday June 2, 2012 at 9:30 AM to determine if there are wetlands on the site and if the property is within the 200’ Riverfront protection zone.  Angela Panaccione will also check the NHESP overlays to see if the site falls within any potential endangered species habitat.
