a)    Order introduced by Councillor Avellaneda requesting that a Sub-Committee 

       on Conference be held to discuss the increased use of Runway 33L at Logan 

       Airport and the noise impact on the city of Chelsea.

b)    Order introduced by Councillor Barton requesting that the City Manager 
        instruct the Department of Public Works to fill the potholes on Chester 

       Avenue between Lynn and Highland Streets.  Also to fill the potholes on 

       Bellingham Street at the intersection of Eastern Avenue and to fill the 

       potholes on Highland Street near #106.
c)   Order introduced by Councilors Morgese and Robinson that the City Manager 
       instruct the Department of Public Works to post signage citing the 
       Massachusetts State Law as it pertains to the regulations on idling vehicles on
       Lower Broadway between Medford Street and Commandants Way, on the 
       even side of the street and across from the oil terminal.  This signage should 
       request idling vehicles to obey the law or be subject to the statutory penalty. 
       Residents of the neighborhood are concerned that oil trucks waiting to enter 
       the oil terminal are not complying with the law that restricts idling and are 
       increasingly concerned excessive and avoidable air pollution is being created 
       in the area.
d)   Order introduced by Councilors Morgese, Robinson, and Barton requesting 
       that the City Manager instruct the Department of Public Works to investigate
       and repaint the yellow curbing that indicates the no parking zones in the area 
       of fire hydrants, where this paint is no longer visible due to fading.  This is 
       being requested by residents in order to reinforce that parking in front of a  

       fire hydrant is a public safety issue that will result in a citation.  Residents are 
       concerned that a Fire Department response could be hindered as a result of a 
       motor vehicle blocking a fire hydrant during an emergency.
e)    Order introduced by Councilors Morgese and Hatleberg requesting that the 
       City Manager instruct the Department of Public Works to contact NSTAR to
       repair the electric service issue to the street light on pole #46-11 across from 
       211 Chestnut Street on Chestnut Street between Fifth and Fourth Streets.
       Residents are reporting that this area is very dark due to this extended outage 
       which has been reported as an NSTAR electrical connection issue by the 
       city’s street light repair contractor.
f)    Order introduced by Councillor Morgese requesting the City Manager instruct 
       the Department of Public Works to repaint “STOP” on the roadway at the 
       following locations; Beacon Street at Broadway and Winnisimmet Street at 
       Williams Street.  Residents believe that the indication of “STOP” on the
        roadway at these locations have reduced accidents.  The paint has faded and   

        is  in need of painting when street line painting occurs.

g)   Order introduced by Councillor Morgese that the City Manager instruct the 

       Department of Public Works to repair the rough road surface in the

       intersection of Spruce Street and Second Streets.
h)    Order introduced by Councillor Morgese that the City Manager instruct the 

       Department of Public Works to replace the missing “One Way” sign on 

       Tremont Street directly across from the 7-11 parking lot.  There is an existing 

       pole at this location that previously had a “One Way” indication attached to 
       it.

i)     Order introduced by Councilors Bongiovanni and Frank that the City

       Manager instruct the appropriate parties and landowners to remove dumped 

       debris and other litter from the wooded area between the homes on Gillooly 

       Road and the Putnam Furniture building; and to repair the broken fence as 

       appropriate.

j)    Order introduced by Councillor Bongiovanni that the City Manager instruct 

       the Department of Public Works to remove the signs posted throughout the 

       city which state “Chelsea Singles” and “Donate Your Car Here,” and to fine, 

       if possible, the parties who erected the signs.

      Manager instruct the Department of Public Works to repair the road surface 
      conditions on Webster Avenue.
