Dear City Council:

The Department of Public Works contracts with Galante Architecture Studio to provide design, engineering and construction administration services for renovations of the Engine #3 Fire House.

The City’s contract with the Galante Studio has been in place for three years, during which time the Galante Studio has been the architecture firm of record for the design phase, and will shortly be involved in overseeing the bidding (late fall/winter), and construction (spring/summer 2013) of the Fire House.

The Fire House renovation activity is expected to conclude in September, 2013.

We are seeking Council approval in accord with M.G.L. c. 30B, SS12(B) for the City to engage the Galante Studio in a contract term longer than 3 years extending to December 31, 2013, for a total contract term of 4.8 years. This will provide the necessary time to complete the project activities, and assist with the close out of the project.

Dear City Council:

The Assessing Department contracts with Vision Appraisal Technology to provide commercial/industrial valuation services for the City.

The City’s contract with Vision Appraisal has been in place for three years, during which time Vision has conducted the FY’11 Interim Adjustment Program, the FY’12  Interim Adjustment Report, and the FY’13 Update Revaluation Program. While the FY’13 Revaluation is still in process and will be concluded this fall, the Assessing Department seeks to extend the Vision contract for an additional one-year period (September 1,2012-August 31,2013), to conduct the FY’14 Interim Adjustment Report. The contract amount for FY’14 is $15,000, the same value as proposed in the RFP response for FY’11 and ’12.
It is expected that next summer, the Assessing Department will issue an Request for Proposals inviting appraisal forms to submit proposals for the FY’15, FY’16, and FY’17 fiscal years.

We are seeking Council approval in accord with M.G.L.c.30B, SS12(B) FOR THE City to engage the Vision Appraisal Services in a contract term longer than 3 years extending through August 31, 2013, for a total contract term of 4 years, at the cost of the original year procurement of $15,000.00.

Re:
Appropriation of Funds from the Capital Reserve Fund to the General Fund

Dear City Council:

I am requesting that Council take steps to secure new funds for the L.E.D. Street Light Project in FY’13, to replace FY’12 funds raised and not used, so that this project may proceed using the most current generation of LED lights.

LED technology advances have guided the decision to delay the LED street light purchase and installation. The new products being introduced in this generation of LED lights are cheaper, use less energy, and outperform prior generation lights.

The City has taken a two-track procurement path teaming with three other communities in an LED solicitation that affords us a universal group of services of installation, warranty replacement and maintenance. This process is expected to conclude in mid-September when a more definitive schedule will be set. The City is also negotiating with LED vendors who were selected through a process concluded by MAPC this past season.
The FY’12 funds allocated from Free Cash for LED Street lights were not spent, and so flow back to the city bank account. As Free Cash it s not available in FY’13 until after certification in November, and recognizing that funds are needed before then in order to execute any contract for LED fixtures and installation, I propose that the Council appropriate an amount of $750,000.00 from the CIP Capital Reserve Fund-current balance of 989,966.71 to provide for the LED street light project.
As appropriation orders, this matter requires two readings and as for all Stabilization Funds transfers (in or out), a two-thirds vote of the Council. Your timely action on this appropriation request would be appreciated, as is your continued support of the overall neighborhood safety efforts we are together prioritizing here in Chelsea.
