Dear Honorable Council:

As you are aware and have been supportive, the Chelsea Economic Development Board has been working on a new hotel project with the development team that brought to the city the Residence Inn. That development team has proposed the development of a Holiday Inn on the former Lawrence Metals site at the corner of Beech and Carter Streets. That project will not only lead to a substantial cleanup of that property, but will also deliver a major function hall to our city as well. Negotiations on providing a tax incentive for the hotel development, with the function hall, and on a contaminated site have been completed. In addition to encourage a development with those parameters in mind, I am pleased that additional new jobs and substantial one time fees and recurring fees taxes will accrue to the City as well. In order to allow this project to go forward, I would now respectfully ask for your adoption of the Certified Project Application for the project.

The proposed, full-service Holiday Inn is a $26m, 152-unit, 5-story, full service hotel totaling 70,000 square feet on the parcel. The hotel will include food and beverage services, including a café, a fitness club, pool, and business center. It will also deliver to Chelsea a functional hall large enough for 200 or more people, a glaring need for our community as many of our larger functions celebrating our community need now to go out of the community for function space.    

Perhaps the most complex issue regarding the hotel development and our discussions on tax relief is the environmental condition of the property. Under a partnership led by EPA and including several State agencies, a major cleanup is required and will occur over the next several months. Because of the environmental condition of the land., the developers are choosing to build the maximum number of rooms the site can hold now, instead of doing a smaller number and then waiting to see how the project is received in the market to determine if the higher rooms are justified and should be built. Thus, the combination of the environmental cost of approximately $2.5m dollars, and the maximum room count build-out, which adds nearly $1.5m to the project cost would be offset, in part, with participation in the State Economic Development Incentive Program.

Thus, to facilitate this project, the City has negotiated a 10-year agreement with Lawrenceville, LLC, the developer and operator of the hotel, to provide tax relief of the following schedule: Year 1-50%, Year2-40%, Year3-25%, Year4-25%, Year5-25%, Year6-20%, Year7-20%, Year8-15%, Year9-10%, and Year10-10%. By providing this relief, the project also becomes eligible for a one time, State tax credit, which is still being negotiated. Both the local and state relief are critical to the financing plan for the project. Without such assistance, the hotel would not move forward in today’s economic climate, and especially with the additional investment burdens the project is taking on.

In total, over the 10 years of tax relief agreement, it is estimated that the hotel will save $1.2m in taxes. During that same time, the development is expected to produce $7.5m in revenues for the city. As important, the 60 jobs to be created will greatly benefit local individuals and families. The momentum created will help us to continue to attract other development to Chelsea.

This Certified Project Application is the 32nd I have placed before you. The combine projects have expanded our tax based, promoted redevelopment of blighted properties, added jobs to our community, fostered enen more investment and led to the city’s overall rejuvenation. This project will accomplish all of those and help to ensure that progress, even in these difficult times, continues to have a positive impact on our community.

Thank you for your consideration and adoption of this application, and your continued leadership and support of our overall economic development agenda.

                Of the Chelsea Community Schools Revolving Account

WHEREAS,   Section 53E1/2 of Chapter 44 of the General Laws authorizes cities and towns to establish departmental revolving funds subject to certain budgetary restrictions; and

WHEREAS,   the Health and Human Services Department-Division of Culture and Recreation, Chelsea Community Schools program of the City of Chelsea, collects and receives registration fees for classes and use of recreation and meeting facilities; and

WHEREAS,   in prior fiscal years  funds from this revolving account have been used to provide recreation and education for a wide range of Chelsea youth and adults; and

WHEREAS,   such reimbursement funds were not used in calculation the tax levy for fiscal year 2014; and

THEREFORE,   the Chelsea City Council hereby authorizes the establishments of a revolving fund (#4407) for the Chelsea Community Schools, under the provisions of Section 53E1/2 of Chapter 44 of the General Laws where no appropriation is needed, and subject to the following conditions:

1) Only money received by the Department of Health and Human Services in return for the registration fees for classes and use of recreation and meeting facilities shall be credited to the fund;

2) Such funds shall be expended only for part-time personnel, and operational and program expenses of the Chelsea Community Schools program;

3) Aggregate expenditures from the fund shall not exceed $100,000 in a single fiscal year;

4) All money received after the fund has reached a balance of $100,000 shall be credited to the General Fund;

5) Expenditures from this fund shall be authorized by the Director of Health and Human Services and shall not exceed the available balance of the revolving fund;

6) No expenditure may be made from such revolving funds for the purposes of paying any full or part-time employee’s wages or salaries unless the revolving fund is also charged for the cosrs of fringe benefits associated with the wages or salaries so paid;

7) The Director of Health and Human Services shall provide a report including all receipts and expenditures of this fund to the City Manager on a quarterly basis and to the City Council on an annual basis in accordance with the provisions of Section 53E1/2 of Chapter 44 of the General Laws;

8) This revolving fund requires authorization for each ensuing fiscal year, and

9) This fund is hereby authorized until June 30,2014.

WHEREAS,   the Lawrenceville project, as located at the Business Site, is fully located within the boundaries of the Chelsea Economic Target Area (ETA) and the Everett Avenue Urban Renewal Development District (EOA), as approved by the City of Chelsea and the Massachusetts Economic Assistance Coordinating Council, and 

WHEREAS,   the Lawrenceville project is consistent with the City’s overall economic development strategies of focusing investment in the Development Boston supports and Airport-related sectors, two of six priority areas the City has identified for intensive investment support,

ORDERED,   that the City Manager instruct the Chief of Police to send a weekly report on crime that happens within the city on a weekly basis to the Public Safety Committee.

The following order was introduced by Councillor Cortell. A motion from Councillor Hatleberg to adopt under suspension was adopted.

ORDERED,   that a Sub-Committee on Conference be held for the purpose of the City Manager evaluation.

The following order was introduced by Councillor Cortell. A motion from Councillor Hatleberg to adopt under suspension was adopted.

ORDERED,    that a Sub-Committee be held for Roca to provide an update to the Council and present; as to new business/activities they are undertaking.    

The following order was introduced by Councillor Robinson. The order was an adjustment to an original order that was already adopted on June 3rd. Councillor Robinson moved to adopt the previous order was the adjustment by roll call. The roll call passed 10-0-1-0. Voting yes were Councilors Recupero, Robinson, Cortell, Cunningham, Hatleberg, Perlatonda, Frank, Cataldo, Barton, and Murphy. Councillor Brown was absent.

AN ORDER TRANSFERING PROCEEDS OF A BORROWING THAT ARE NO LONGER NEEDED TO COMPLETE THE PROJECT FOR WHICH THEY WERE ORIGINALLY BORROWED, TO PAY COSTS OF AN ALTERNATIVE CAPITAL PROJECT, AS AUTHORIZED BY CHAPTER 44,SECTION 20 OF THE GENERAL LAWS.

Ordered,   That in accordance with Chapter 44, Section 20 of the General Laws, the sum of $235,474 representing the unexpended portion of the $400,000 borrowed under the Fiscal Year 2011 Capital Improvement Plan for the purpose of making sewer system improvements on Webster Avenue-Account 55451109-584503, but which is no longer needed to complete that project, is hereby transferred in the amount of $60,000 to pay sewer related costs for the FY’12 Carter Street Sewer Project.

A moment of silence was conducted for the passing of Deputy Chief of the Fire Department Charles Crowley, at the request of Council President Cortell.
