A regular meeting of the County of Dukes County Commissioners was held on Wednesday, April 5, 2000, at Noon in Selectmen’s Meeting Room of the Edgartown Town Hall, notice of such meeting having been posted as required by law.

Chairman Leland called the meeting to order at 12:05 p.m.  Commissioner Sibley entered at 12:08 p.m.

County Manager, Carol Borer, explained that the Airport Commission, at its meeting of 4/04/00, voted to approve a bond term of 15 years.  Mrs. Borer thanked Commissioner Carroll for his research and input in this matter.  Commissioner Carroll said he had argued for $100,000 blocks, since the financial advisor said those are preferable, but the Airport Commission voted otherwise.  Mrs. Borer explained that the Airport Commissioners will set aside $58,000 from 3 items in the FY2000 budget.  There will be $200,000 set aside in a Stabilization Fund in FY2001.  

Commissioner Collins asked whether the County Commissioners should request the minutes of that Airport meeting.  Mrs. Borer read a letter from Airport Manager, William Weibrecht, to Financial Advisor, Lisa Dickinson, explaining the Airport Commission’s plans. (attached.)  

Discussion followed about the meeting to take place May 17 between the Airport Commission and MAC.  Commissioner Flynn and Commissioner Sibley explained that the Airport Commission needs to see how much money MAC will give the Airport, and for what purposes.  Commissioner Jason asked what is budgeted?   Commissioner Carroll said $100,000 plus $70,000, but he believes it should be $150,000.  Discussion continued with

Commissioner Jason asking if the Airport Commission expected the supplemental budget to be a standard yearly practice.  Commissioner Flynn said yes, while Commissioners Carroll and Sibley said they hoped it would not be standard.  

Mrs. Borer said she will go over the FY2001 Budget with Bill Weibrecht.  (All department budgets are due 12/7/00.)  Mrs. Borer mentioned that she has some questions about discrepancies in Airport Business Park rents and will discuss them will the Airport Manager.  

Treasurer Noreen Flanders asked for an explanation about the MAC meeting, specifically, is the intention of the meeting to reduce the borrowing?  Discussion followed indicating that MAC money would free up other money for the Stabilization Fund.

Commissioner Jason Moved to approve a 15 year Bond not to exceed $1,200,000.  Commissioner Flynn Seconded the Motion that passed Unanimously.  

Mrs. Borer presented the Power Supply Contract.  Commissioner Carroll Moved to authorized the County Manager to execute the power supply contract on the County’s behalf, and approve the Agreement.  Commissioner Jason Seconded the Motion.  Discussion followed.  Commissioner Jason asked how much the average electric bill will go down.  Commissioner Carroll explained that it will not go down at first, that the market is not in a good place for a deal now.  However, once the contract is approved, it can be executed in the future and the supplier will be obligated to supply power to everyone.  This protects the homeowners and consumers, making them part of an aggregate.  

The Vote passed Unanimously. 

Commissioner Jason Moved to adjourn the Meeting.  Commissioner Flynn Seconded the Motion.  The Meeting adjourned at 12:28 p.m.
