Call to Order:  
Chairman John Alley called the meeting to order at 5:02p.m. Present were John S. Alley, Robert M. Sawyer, Roger W. Wey, Leonard Jason, Jr., Paul Strauss and Nelson Smith 

Also present were County Manager E. Winn Davis, County Treasurer Noreen Mavro Flanders, Treasurer, Michael A. McCormack, Sheriff, Joann Murphy Veterans Agent; Andy Krickl, Frank Daly, Susan Wasserman, Tad Crawford, Paddy Moore, Woody Williams, Ilene Klein, MD, Cathy Brennan, Freddy Rundlet.
New Business
Chair took the nomination of Susan Wasserman out of order to accommodate Cathy Brennan’s schedule.  Cathy Brennan announced that Susan Wasserman was the recommendation of the Coordinating Committee to replace Ned Robinson-Lynch.  Susan Wasserman spoke and answered questions.  She indicated that she wanted to contribute to the synergy of the DCHC.  Robert M. Sawyer/Nelson Smith MOVED that Susan Wasserman be appointed to the DCHC to fill the unexpired term of Ned Robinson-Lynch ending 31 December 2005. 6-0-0

Adoption of Minutes:

Recommendation for the adoption of Minutes of 9 February 2005 – Robert M. Sawyer/Leonard Jason, Jr. MOVED the minutes as presented and so voted 4-0-2 (Roger W. Wey and Paul Strauss abstained)

County Manager’s Report
County Manager announced the new website was live and walked through the website for the benefit of the audience.

County Manager announced that the County of Dukes County Soft Second Loan program had been extended until 13 July 2005.

County Manager acknowledged the considerable efforts of R. M. Packer Fuel Co. in replacing and repairing the defective oil burner system in the County Court House, all at no cost to the county.

Subcommittee Report

Roger W. Wey updated the Commission on his recent trip to Washington DC for the NCPERS Convention, on behalf of the County of Dukes County Retirement System.  He indicated that he had spent time with staff from Cong. Delahunt, Sen. Kennedy and Sen. Kerry on the Substance Abuse Grant submitted by the County of Dukes County and MVCS; on Quota Relief for summer hires; and on Small Cities Grant application for Oak Bluffs.

Old Business:

Associate Commissioner for Universal Access Andy Krickl updated the Commission on his work with the SSA’s new vessel Island Home; Handicapped Parking at Woods Hole; work with Mass Office on Disability and polling places; Tisbury sidewalks and the Tashmoo dock access.  The County Manager noted that the new terminal in Oak Bluffs would occupy most of 2005 for Mr. Krickl.


County Veterans’ Agent Jo Ann Murphy updated the Commission on her work in support of the soldiers in Afghanistan and Iraq, indicating that she had shipped almost 700 pounds of supplies to our military units.  Woody Williams spoke about Post Traumatic Stress Disorder and the availability of counseling here on the island since 1982 and that it is covered by the Veteran’s Administration.


Appointment of Francis Daly to the Airport Commission.  Mr. Daly spoke to the audience and told of his involvement with airplanes, aeronautical sciences, and the airport and his desire to be reappointed.   Nelson Smith/Robert M. Sawyer MOVED that Francis Daly be reappointed to the Martha’s Vineyard Airport Commission for a term to expire on 31 December 2007.  6-0-0

New Business:

Ilene J. Klein, MD, appeared before the commission to interview for the position of  Associate Commissioner for Health Care Access.  She had previously provided her CV to the Commissioners and spoke briefly about her experiences.  The commissioners spoke at some length with Dr. Klein about their concerns that the County work with others in a pro-active way; to encourage wellness; and to explore the unmet needs of the county.  Specific comments were made about “merging” group efforts to speak with one voice.  Audience members such as Freddy Rundlet from the Wampanoag Tribe, and Tad Crawford and Paddy Moore, both of the DCHC spoke enthusiastically about the skills and leadership qualities of Dr. Klein.  In accordance with the County of Dukes County Resolution, Chairman John S. Alley offered Dr. Klein the appointment and she immediately accepted.

County Manager reminded the Commission that the Nantucket Commissioners will be here for the next meeting on 23 March 2005, and that Abbe Burt has been invited to discuss further the benefits of a transfer tax.

Further Old Business:
Leonard Jason, Jr. asked about the sales of the water testing equipment and the County Manager advised him that the bids were ready to go.

Leonard Jason, Jr. also asked about the cooperative effort on composting with the MVC, and the County Manager indicated that he was in contact with Mark London.
